� Promoting a proactive management of the operational activities, used in
foreseeing the criminal phenomenon, in preventing it and in
decreasing the management focus on the reactive component
employed for the police activities;

� Attitude and action based on the principles of solicitude and respect
towards the citizens, resolution, incorruptibility and transparency of
the activities;

� Implementing intelligence-led policing and supporting the management
as well as the investigating teams with analytical packages;

� Developing the organisational culture through integrating performance
and quality management evaluation systems at institutional and
individual level;

� Clustering the consultative management and operational management
components establishing clear priorities and responsibilities for the
different levels of management belonging to the institution;

� Increasing the number of police officers acting at street level;
� Reorganising the institution on the basis of the “Best European

Practices”;
� Institutional compatibility with other police bodies across the European

Union, establishing clear competences, eliminating overlapping,
making the employment of resources more efficient, in order to
ensure a proper post- accession training of the personnel belonging
to the Romanian Police;

� Analysing cases on the basis of criminal enterprise, developing
cooperation with national law enforcement institutions, at regional
and European level;

� Centring the activities of ascertaining and solving crimes on the quality
of the procedural actions as well as on the complexity of the cases,
followed by concrete results of the investigations.

Managementul 
resurselor umane
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Changing the attitude of the management
towards the distribution of the human resources
in the institution is perhaps the greatest change
the Romanian Police has suffered over the past
3 years. It is unanimously accepted by the
modern police forces that the management of
an organisation of 50,000 workers, providing
public services, has to be achieved according
to the principles of efficiency and high quality
of the services provided to the public. 

The institutional change could only be met
through extensively allotting and re-allotting
resources, function of the priorities established
and the role the Romanian Police plays in
providing public services. 

Considering the important role the human
resources management has in the institutional
reform, the top management of the Romanian
Police promotes a series of measures meant to
improve the performance level of the process.
Therefore, a new Plan for recruitment and
selection has been drawn up. A proof of the
increase in the quality of the personnel is the
fact that 5871 non-commissioned officers

(15.3 %) have academic education.
In order to improve the initial training

system, during 2007 a number of measures
aimed at modifying the curricula of the Police

Schools have been taken: new professional
training standards have been elaborated for
the public order police workers; training
curricula for police workers hired from
external sources has been drafted; the
Methodology for organising and teaching the
initial training and professional development
courses has been prepared in order to provide
a modern and unitary learning environment.

The Police Schools have been endowed
with state of the art IT systems.

In order to implement the European
best practices, to improve the personal
relations among the police personnel and
to assess the organisational charts, the
Human Resources Directorate drew up the
concept for improving the organisational
analysis within the Romanian Police. As a
result, on the 1st of June 2007, the
Service for Psychology and Organisational
Analysis was set up and the Human
Resource Services from each County
supplemented the number of psychologists
with one worker. During 2007 specific
psychological assistance and organisational
analysis were conducted on: the working
conditions and environment for the police
workers in the rural areas; evaluation of

the training process in the Police Schools; the
recruitment process of the Police Schools;
better integration of the police workers of
Roma origin.

The General Inspectorate of
Romanian Police carries on
its policy of extending the
involvement in international
missions, in Kosovo, Haiti,
East Timor, Bosnia and
Herzegovina. At present,
there are 98 Romanian
Police officers in deployment
zones all over the world.
They are appreciated by
the mission commands for
their professionalism in
coordinating the activi-
ties of the local police
forces and in solving cri-
sis situations that fulminate
in deployment zones. Out
of the total number, 26
Romanian police officers
have been appointed in
command positions and
many have qualified as
“exceptional” for the
act iv i t ies  they  have
performed, which has had a
decisive contribution to
improving the image of the
Romanian Police. 

Cooperation – a key element 
in the EU architecture 

The whole institutional reform process has been supported by
cooperation activities, aimed at fulfilling the following objectives: 
� Assisting the process of integration and preparing the institution
for entering the flows of European cooperation and construction of the
area of justice, liberty and security.
� Developing operational cooperation with neighbouring states in
order to promote security in the Balkan and the Black Sea areas.
� Extending the field of cooperation with law enforcement agencies,
especially in carrying out common actions and information exchange
� Building a public-private relation system aimed at promoting the
institutional interests in the civil society.

International and bilateral
cooperation was obvious in the relation
with various international organizations.
We emphasise here the increase in the
number of activities in collaboration
with CEPOL (European Police College)
- where GIRP representatives have

attended 11 courses on various
subjects (forensics, organised crime,
crisis management), thus ensuring a
continuous professional training – as
well as the cooperation with
RAILPOL, COLPOFER, AQUAPOL and
TISPOL.

customs bureaus from
Constanta Harbour, Henri
Coandă Airport – Bucharest,

Giurgiu – road and railway
bureaus, Bechet and Ostrov.

Romania REFLEX
Project (whose activity has
been prolonged until 2009
and whose financial support
has been provided by the
Romanian part since March
2007) was the first step in
drafting an Action Strategy at
national level, which was put
into practice once with the
Minister of Interior and
Administrative Reform  signing,
on the 14th of June 2007, the

Action Plan on countering
criminal acts perpetrated by
minors with Romanian
citizenship on the territory of
Great Britain.

In this context, the
EUROPE Operation was
jointly investigated with the
British authorities. This
operation concerned a large
multinational network dealing
with trafficking in children
from Western Europe,
especially from Great Britain.

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In the fight against organized crime, the Romanian Police has
been guided by the European and national priorities and has focused
on countering and efficiently controlling organized crime, trafficking in
drugs, the serious damage to the state national budget with impact
both at economic and social level, as well as on reducing serious crimes
against the life and bodily integrity of the individual. In the meantime,
the activity of preventing and countering petty criminality has
continued; in spite of the fact that this activity does not represent a
serious threat to society, it has become a priority on the agenda of each
police unit at local level, given its frequency and socially disturbing
consequences.

A special focus has been laid on the criminality perpetrated by
the Romanian citizens abroad.

Countering organized crime
Crimes pertaining to serious criminality are characterized by:

serious social danger, complex modus operandi, a specific goal for
perpetrating the criminal act which consists in causing serious
prejudices (more than EUR 500, 000 per crime) and, last but not
least, the perpetrators acting in an organized group.

In order to promote the policy regarding both the prevention
and the combative side of the serious criminality, reference cases
were approached on the basis of criminal enterprise concept, as well
as on developing cooperation with national, regional and European
law enforcement institutions.

As the criminal statistics show, we can identify new threats,
joining traditional and new criminal acts, establishing partnerships
between national and international elements and actors, but the
results and positive appreciations at national and international level
come to stress the efficiency and the control in the criminal field, as
the progress made is obvious.

The serious threat posed by criminal organized groups
resulted in intensifying the necessary activities in order to identify
them; 220 criminal groups have been dismantled (8127 persons
were investigated for perpetrating 9706 criminal acts) and the
consistent application of criminal enterprise concept had an
important role in obtaining these results.

Tracing counterfeit currency was ac com plished

especially at exchange offices and

banks, as well as on witnessing deals

between natural persons, in places

other than the legal ones.

Placing counterfeit currency has significantly

diminished because of identifying and

dismantling several counterfeiting

groups at national level.

The activities performed at
national level have led to
identifying and dismantling
nine networks involved in
counterfeiting. Specialised
officers have recovered
from the economic circuit
hundreds of thousands
n a t i o n a l  a n d  f o r e i g n
counterfeit currency.
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Trafficking in human beings,
along with illegal migration,
represents a real “insecurity import”
and, of course, a permanent threat.
Victimisation is ascertained to have
diminished. Domestic trafficking in
human beings has witnessed an
increase, which ranks Romania third,
following traditional destination
countries. Romania remains mainly
a source country for the victims,
and rarely a transit country. In
point of victims’ exploitation, the
first is sexual exploitation, followed
by exploitation to the purpose of
labour and begging. The number of
sexually exploited persons has
been diminished, while the number
of victims exploited to the purpose

of labour has increased. Romania is
involved in projects: COSPOL –
TRAFFICKING IN HUMAN BEINGS,
aimed at combating organised
crime groups within South-Eastern
Europe, especially from Romania,
involved in trafficking in human
beings with the purpose of sexual
exploitation of women and
children, as well as combating the
illegal migration of Moldavian and
Ukrainian citizens. The BCOC
officers from Iaşi dismantled an
organised group, which recruited,
transported, accommodated and
exploited through labour, in
Greece, more than 100 persons
from Iasi, Suceava, Botosani and
Neamt counties.

The route for heroin trafficking still remains set on
the Balkan area, the north branch including Romania,
too, while a new route is outlined from Ukraine via
Romania towards Western Europe.

As regards cocaine trafficking, our country is
seldom used for different transports coming from
South America towards Western Europe.

The cannabis still remains the most wanted drug
due to the low price, this being
purchased from domestic fields, from
domestic spontaneous flora, and
exceptionally from the outside.

The manufacture, distribution and
consumption of amphetamines and
XTC still represent major problems at
European level with imminent reper-
cussions on the SE European area as
well, a new route being organized through our
country, coming from Western Europe towards the
Near and Middle East.

The drug consumption and, implicitly, the trafficking
in synthetic drugs, especially among the young people
from urban areas have increased. Bucharest gathers
the internal heroin trafficking and consumption,
while in the rest of the country only isolated cases are
signalled. 

This year, as well, the anti- drug units have reached
the main objective of The Anti drug National

Strategy– “diminishing the offer”, by increasing the
number of ascertained crimes and investigated
individuals.

According to the tasks undertaken towards the EU,
last year, the territorial drug analysis laboratory from
Constanta was set up and endowed, with Phare support.

Also, in concrete cases, the drug seizures increased,
due to creating working groups with the Border Police

and the National Customs Authority.
As a result of the close cooperation with the

Bulgarian competent authorities, 50 kg of heroin,
hidden in the spare wheel of a transport truck,
were seized from the member of an international
drug dealer network. 

An organised criminal group, trafficking
narcotics from Venezuela to Romania, was
identified, leading to the arrest of an Italian
national and the seizure of 45 kg of cocaine,
hidden inside several coat-hangers.  

The anti- drug fight 
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Macro-criminality – a global phenomenon 

The police officers have undertaken
operations in the field
of combating fraud
practices, in areas such
countering money laun -
dering, money obtained
from smuggling, tax
evasion, counterfeit
cigarettes and alcohol, as
well as preventing the
creation of fictitious
financial and commercial
circuits.  

In our days, we witness a
globalization of the phenome-
non of economic and financial
criminality, resulting in the
creation of criminal organized
group with an impact upon the
economic and social processes
through their continuous strive
for illegal profits.

“The underground economy” is
still active mainly through tax
evasion and customs crimes; it also
constitutes the ground for
suspicious crimes such as money
laundering.

Different forms of organized
crime have as basis the illegal
activities and the investment of
illegal profits in licit business.
Thus, they are difficult to discover.

Violent crimes, due to the destructive results they

trigger, as well as given the potential

dangers of the offenders’ aggressive

personalities, and the diversification of the

modus operandi, require a serious attention,

with the purpose of increasing the safety of

the citizens.

Nevertheless, a descending trend has characterized

the evolution of serious crimes over the last

couple of years.

Most of them were committed spontaneously, in

the domestic environment.

The majority are serious violent injuries, followed

in statistics by attempted murders, the main

leading factor being alcohol abuse. The number

of murders dropped, as did the number of

robberies followed by the victim’s death.

It is significant that neither contract killings, nor

rival gangs murders were registered.

Due to the large operations engaged by the police

forces, resulting in a decrease in the number

on serious crimes committed with violence, a

public safety feeling has truly arisen among

the citizens.

In order to monitor national weapon

operat ions ,  the Nat ional  F i rearms

Registry –  a complex data processing

system - was implemented.

The analys is  of  c r imes  re lated to

weapon, explosives and toxic substances

pointed to the fact that in Romania no

illegal market is developed for transactions

of this kind. The phenomenon is isolated,

with a low social impact.

The number of armed violent crimes,

especial ly  murders and robberies,  has

decreased significantly.

A recrudescence was registered with

regard to the crimes committed with a

non– lethal weapon, by failure to comply

with the legal provisions. This dynamics

is  direct ly l inked to the continuously

increasing number of notifications of the

intention to acquire non – lethal firearms.

The increasing trend in non – lethal

f i r ea rms  event s  (mos t l y  w i th  rubbe r

bu l le ts ) , as well as the negative effect on

the general safety climate, generated by

the use of such in interpersonal conflicts,

has imposed the need of urgently drafting

an Amending Project for the modif ication

of Section 5 of Law 295/2004, whose

purpose  i s  to  make mandatory  the

requi rement  of  an  author i zat ion  for

acquiring this type of firearms). 

The  Act ion  Concept  on  ident i fy ing

il legal f irearms and ammunition bearers

has been reanalysed and redrafted, mostly

due to the changes brought about by the

EU membership status, but also by the

evolutions in the operational situation,

i n  o r d e r  t o  k e e p  u n d e r  c o n t r o l  t h e

evolution of the specific related crimes.

standards of the European

Union.

The efforts to implement

the concept of “intelligence

led policing” have continued.

In this respect, several

operational analyses have

been made together with the

structures specialized in intelligence analysis, on

smuggling and counterfeiting cigarettes, selling mineral

oils without paying taxes, the compensation system,

selling energy, illegal works of land improvement, terrain

transfers and other strategic analyses in the field of

intellectual and industrial property rights, as well as in

the field of smuggling and counterfeiting cigarettes,

which have helped to quickly investigate complex  causes

in the field of economic and financial criminality. 

An Action Plan has been elaborated, having as main

objective the reduction of the illegal activities of

smuggling and counterfeiting tobacco products. 

The activity of countering economic and financial

criminality has been based on the stipulations of the

“ANTIFRAUD” Sector Programme regarding the fight

against fraud, corruption and the protection of intellectual

and industrial property rights, mainly aiming at the

objectives and activities which lead directly to the

growth of the institutional capacity and to the efficiency

of activities.

As a form to ensure a favourable environment to
everyone’s benefit, the protection of
intellectual property rights has been
approached as priority, being under the
scrutiny of international organizations and
European Union evaluators. 

The Special Report 301/2007 of the peer- review
mission of The International Intellectual
Property Alliance – IIPA, in which a study of
the existing national situation concerning
intellectual property is made on an annual
basis, mentions that the Romanian Police
has made “good progress both regarding
the inter-institutional cooperation and the

activity to ascertain and solve the criminality
in this field”.

The market of pirated and counterfeit products
generated a series of police actions. 

Taking into consideration the substantial prejudices
caused to the general budget, by failing to
pay taxes and fees for tobacco products, at
the Romanian Police level the Action Plan –
PIPA was established. The main objective,
that of reducing the illegal activities of
smuggling and counterfeiting tobacco
products, was structured on 5 elements:
planning, collecting, processing, analyzing
and using information.      

Protecting the national cultural patrimony
represents a priority for the Romanian

Police, but it must also
be a constant concern
for other institutions
with competences in
this field, because
through the cultural
patrimony we preserve
our identity as a nation. 
Hundreds of movable
cultural assets, such as
paintings, icons, statu -

ettes, books and so on, have been
added to the list of general and international
pursuits.

On the Romanian Police web site pictures of movable
cultural assets, stolen on the
Romanian territory, have been pub-
lished.

Police officers have recovered 8
ancient Dacian golden bracelets,
which were examined by experts, who
concluded that all of them were
authentic and originated from the
stolen treasure from Or`[tie
Mountains. In the year 2007 they
were repatriated and reincluded in the
national treasure. 

Over the past 3 years,
the crimes commit-
ted by unidentif -
ied persons have
witnessed a dec -
rea sing trend.

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Last year’s nationwide implementation and the

consolidation of the Proximity Police concept

led to the establishing of closer relations with

the community. Seven thousand police

officers were trained in relating with the

citizens, conflict prevention and management.

Communication courses for top-level managers

were organised, aimed at emphasising the

attitude and behaviour of police officers in

the relation with the mass-media, in order to

sustain the continuous training in the field of

Proximity Police.

The best “security marketing” projects, drawn by

police officers all over the country, were

selected and submitted to the Swiss Agency

for Development and Cooperation. The

projects were included in the Proximity Police

Awards 2007 and the Ia[i County Police

Inspectorate.

Visible progress was made in increasing the

visibility and mobility of the street police

forces. The number of positions for maintaining

public order in the Public Order Police was,

therefore, increased.

Even though the number of intervention requests

has risen, the response time of the public

safety patrols has improved significantly,

thus proving greater helpfulness and

professionalism shown by the public order

police officers.

The further implementation of the Program for

preventing street criminality in an integrated

system was aimed at increasing the

awareness - both of police officers and the

community - that the efficiency parameters of

public safety can only be ensured by using a

partnership system, where the civil society

has an active role. The Police must attract

important partners and anticipate the

problems of the community in safety matters.

The efficiency of the prevention concept in a

partnership system is confirmed by the

decreasing trend recorded in street criminality.

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The integration of the new concept in the field of
criminal prosecution aimed at harmonizing the
national criminal legislation with EU legislation
and implementing it within the activity of
Judiciary Police. Prosecuting the criminal notifi-
cations under the prosecutor direct supervision
and control represents an additional guarantee
of observing the rights of the parties involved in
the criminal lawsuit. The organizational
measures adopted jointly with the Public
Ministry are meant to help in timely and profes-
sionally carrying out the investigations in

criminal files, especially in complex cases, in
increasing the quality of the criminal prosecu-
tion acts, as well as in reaching a suitable
judiciary ruling.

The Judiciary Police units together with prosecutor’s
offices have continued, in accordance with their
functional and material competences, to carry out
a sustained activity aimed at solving criminal
notifications. Teams consisting of a police officer
and a prosecutor have proven their efficiency
while the volume of work and the complexity of
the criminal phenomenon have increased.

The management of criminal 
prosecution activities 

A central unit within the General Inspectorate of
Romanian Police, The Directorate of Organisational
Management and Public Communication carries out
complex activities. Listed below are several of its
main responsibilities:
� Drawing up studies and documentation specific
to structural planning and organisational
management within the Romanian Police;
� Processing and summing up the data transmitted
by police units in order to present the evolution and
trends in the crime phenomenon to the leadership
of the Ministry of Interior and Administrative
Reform  and General Inspectorate of Romanian
Police;
� Maintaining the contact with territorial units,
receiving the events transmitted by the respective
units and informing the leadership of the Ministry
of Interior and Administrative Reform, General
Inspectorate of Romanian Police and central units;
� Providing the requested information to mass
media, different institutions, organisations or
citizens in a timely and complete manner, as long
as they are not subject to legislation and regulations
on protecting information and state secrets;
� Informing, through the Internet page, about
the following: organisational structure,
responsibilities of different Directorates,
program of functioning and audience program of
GIRP leadership, modalities to challenge the
decisions taken by public authorities and other

data of public interest, permanently updated; 
� Organising meetings of the leadership of GIRP with
directors of publications, radio and TV producers, and
representatives of institutions in partnership; 
� Initiating and drawing up collaboration protocols
between GIRP and public institutions, foundations and
NGOs; 
� Guiding and counselling citizens addressing the
Romanian Police with issues that exceed its
competences; 
� Preparing study projects, programs and plans
targeting the reform of the Romanian Police system,
ensuring the proper implementation of the measures
taken by the leadership of the institution;
� Drawing up risk analyses whenever risks are identified
in achieving an objective or in observing a deadline;

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The forensic scientists are those who focus on
spotting, identifying and analysing all individual
samples from the crime scene, in order to apply
a scientific approach to the situation as such,
and to offer the most likely re-enactment of the
event. A day in the life of a forensic scientist can
include the analysis of a wide range of traces
lifted from the crime scene or ready to be
compared: fingerprints, micro fibre, hair, paint,
soil, footprints, blood and other biological fluids,
weapons/objects and their traces and so on.

In order to have o true image of the activities
developed by now, in 2007 the forensic
scientists performed 147,588 crime scene
investigations, as a result of which 498,518
traces were recorded in order to be used, while
almost 18,000 persons suspected to have
committed 19,230 acts were identified. 66,496
fingerprints, 66,518 biological traces, 7,852
documents and more than 360,000 other

traces were lifted.
The working accredited possibilities of The Forensic

Science Institute have been extended with 10
more procedures, as compared with
December 2006, according to the European
standard ISO 17025/2005, a system accredited
by the Romanian Accrediting Body- RENAR. 

By now, accreditations for 56 specific working
procedures in the field of classical forensic
expertise, judicial identification, judicial chemistry
and bio-forensic expertise have been obtained,
the end purpose being the increase in the
capability, credibility and validity of the forensic

expertise activities performed by the
Romanian Police to serve the criminal

lawsuit, as well as acceptance thereof in
national and international law courts.

In order to develop the current
system, the Forensic Science Institute has
in view, on the one hand, to set up new

laboratories and new methods and
to implement the best practice
handbooks of EU Member
States, and, on the other hand, to
extend, at national level, the work
procedures, function of the
competence and technical level of

d e v e l o pment ,
through the

territorial

It is important to see the significant
contribution of the forensic experts and
specialists in the organization and development
of the European Forensics Master Course,
established with the support of the
Romanian Forensics Association, through the
Protocol concluded with the Romanian
Science and Arts University ‘Gheorghe
Cristea’. The 2- year Master Course is approved
by the Ministry of Interior and Administrative
Reform and the Ministry of Education and
Research and it represents a benefit for the
continuous training of the police officers, prosecutors,
lawyers and judges. Its achievements were
presented and positively assessed within the
European group FORJUST.

It is worth underlying the experts’ concern
for the Institute’s scientific and publicist activity.
During the past year the specialists participated
with 51 papers in 10 symposiums, national and
international conferences (Sweden, Croatia,
Hungary, Belgium, and the Slovak Republic). They also
wrote many articles in specialised magazines and are
involved in different studies in the fields of expertise
belonging to the Institute.

forensic services. On the 1st of July 2007,
started/began the process of implementing
the standardized procedures in all the
national forensics services, and on the 10th
of December 2007, seven territorial
forensics services obtained the RENAR
accreditation. The extension of the
accreditation at national level will represent
a priority for the next period of time, along with
the implementation of ISO 17020 standard for
the activity of crime scene investigation.

Referring to both the classical forensics rules, the
modern methods of instrumental analysis at
the level of micro traces and the engagement
undertaken to act as a professional police, in
2007, the experts of the Forensic Science
Institute, together with the heads of the
territorial working groups and after consulting
over 1,000 police officers, elaborated the
handbook “Crime Scene Investigation

Procedure used by the Romanian Police “,
which was then translated into English.

The continuous efforts of the Institute experts were  obvi-
ous in many other activities, aiming at an adjustment
to the international police cooperation

requirements (the Prüm Treaty, or the
Schengen Agreement, respectively), so that
the information exchange and the probation
could occur with promptness and with the
strict observance of the performance criteria
and standards
imposed by the
EU. Other activities
were also aimed at
c o n t i n u o u s l y
improving the
acti vities and the
technical capabilities,
and promoting the
image of the
Romanian forensic
science and of the
modern Romanian
Police across the European area.

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Starting with 2000, intelligence analysis has been implemented within the
Romanian Police in the structures for combating organised crime under
the form of case analysis, also known as operational analysis. Gradually,
the leadership of the Romanian Police has become aware of the need for
a broader perspective upon the operational situation that the institution
deals with, as well as for a much more serious substantiation in making
strategic decisions. 

Thus, on the 15th of August 2005, the Central
Intelligence Analysis Unit was set up, and on the
1st of January 2006 the general framework for the
Central Intelligence Analysis Territorial Units
was established for each county.

The main responsibility of the Central Intelligence
Analysis Unit to gather, collect, process, store,
check and use criminal intelligence or
criminal- related intelligence, so as to achieve
analytic results (reports, graphs, relational maps)
in order to support the investigating activity of
the central operational directorates, the Criminal
Investigations Directorate, the Fraud
Investigation Directorate, the Public Order
Directorate, the Weapons, Explosives and Toxic
Substances Directorate and the Transport Police
Directorate. The support given refers to prosecuting criminals, analyzing
the trends in the criminal phenomenon, offering a real basis for the
decision- making process regarding the coordination of activities, which
should allow for a responsible participation of all Romanian Police forces
in discovering and preventing criminality in Romania from acquiring an
organised, more serious, nationwide or international dimension, which
could affect the national interests and the national image.

Intelligence analysis is performed in two ways, as reflected on its two
departments: the Strategic Analysis Service and the Operational Analysis
Department. 

Strategic analysis, a component of the intelligence analysis, focuses on the
long- term and medium- term evolution of criminality, analysing the
possible effects of certain criminal factors and allowing decision- makers
to establish their priorities, to achieve long- term and medium- term
planning of the institutional resources, as well as to substantiate their
decisions.

From this point of view, the strategic analysis provides the manager the basis
for taking decisions on: establishing the priorities in preventing and
combating crime, the long- term and medium- term institutional
development, allotting institutional resources (human, financial, material,
social and cultural). It also offers support for the operational officers to
improve the police methods, techniques and tactics, as well as to
establish priorities and directions in investigations.

ensure a wider dissemination of the
specific information.

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The main causes generating traffic accidents were:

■   Pedestrians’ indiscipline;

■   Speed unadjusted to traffic conditions

■   Excessive speed

■   Not giving vehicles the right of way

The policy of promoting safety was directed
to the priorities and action directions
from the Romanian Police Strategy. This
was concentrated on promoting road
traffic safety and it was meant to create
an integrated action system in view of
reducing the population falling victims
of traffic accidents.

In order to stop the unprecedented growth of
road traffic, the specialized police forces
have taken action to achieve the general
objective of “Increasing traffic flow and
the safety on public roads”, the strategy
being based on 3 sector objectives:
increasing the intervention capacity
and improving the traffic police image,
enforcing the legal provisions in the
field and reducing the consequences of
severe traffic accidents.

The decline in traffic safety imposed the
application of the principle of efficient
action, the “3 E” principle (Education –
Engineering – Enforcement), used by
TISPOL and member national police
forces. The priorities of the Traffic
Police consisted in: preventive –
educational activities, improving the
traffic risk in black spots through
measures of traffic systematisation, and
the firm enforcement of penalties stated
by law.

The partnership program for reducing the
number of traffic accidents – “Stop the
accidents! Life has priority!” included
monthly theme campaigns of traffic

prevention, having as targets the main
causes generating accidents. 

As a sign of appreciation for the activity of
the Europe Traffic Police Organizations
(TISPOL), the Romanian Traffic Police
was nominated (together with five
other traffic police forces from EU
Member States) to be the beneficiary of
LIFE SAVER programme, financed by
the European Commission, in view of
strengthening the institutional and
intervention capacity.

Road traffic safety

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Within the Transport Community, the Directorate
for Transport Police had a proactive role,
especially regarding the relation with the
Ministry of Transport, as well as with other
institutions from the public or private sector
with competence on preventing and countering
criminality in this area. The concern for
making the activities more efficient, including
the implementation of the best European
practices, suited to the specificity of our
country was obvious also in running partnership
programmes. In 2007, at national level, a
Partnership Program was in place, for
preventing and countering
offences to the patrimony of
railway companies and of persons
who benefit from the services of
the former, the objectives being
accomplished.

Regarding external cooperation, the
Transport Police participated in an
active manner to the activities
organized by international profes-
sional organizations: COLPOFER,
RAILPOL and AQUAPOL.

Some of the major objectives aim at:
• Improving the safety environment
on railways, air and naval means of
transportation;
• Preventing and countering specific
criminality;
• Making the Transport Police
compatible with similar structures from EU
Member States
• A proactive role among international
organizations specific to railway, naval or
air system.

The Transport Police has territorial and material
competence in direct relation with the
component structures of the Ministry of
Transport, both at central and regional level.

The Directorate coordinates, guides, evaluates and
monitors the activity of railway, naval and
air Transport Police structures from the
territory, ensuring the unitary enforcement
of the laws, instructions and orders of the
Minister of Interior and Administrative
Reform, and also the provisions of the
General Inspector of the Romanian Police
regarding this field of competence.

The activity carried out by the forces of the
Transport Police regards the intertwining of
the development strategies prepared by the
Ministry of Transport, scheduled in The

National Development Program 2007-2010
on Transport, with the continuous economic
growth. 

Regarding the naval and air transportation, the
Transport Police performs specific activities
on a sector of 1693 km of navigable
waterways, of which 1072.2 represents the
Danube river, with 35 harbours (4 maritime)
and 17 airports (8 opened to international
passengers and goods traffic) ensuring the
connection with 46 towns from Europe,
North America, Asia and Africa.

A priority for the police officers
in this field is to solve cases
notified by foreign police forces, as
well as the ongoing cases
investigated by specialised
structures, regarding crimes
committed abroad, especially
though new modus operandi, such
as phishing, fake pages that imitate
the sites of some financial institutions,
created for bank assaults.  

The investigating activities
were mirrored in an increase with

54% of the ascertained crimes,
while the number of persons
investigated rose with 25%.

The big amount of fake credit
cards identified by ATMs belonging
to the Romanian banks reveals an
increasing crime trend in this field.
The specialised police officers
have managed to recover 2052
false credit cards.

The police officers investigated
cybercrimes perpetrated by criminal
groups formerly involved in
vehicle trafficking or trafficking in
drugs. The target countries are
mainly the United States, France,
Italy, England, Germany, Belgium,
Spain and the Netherlands.

The operation “Recidiva” (Relapse),
developed by the police officers from Braşov, resulted
in dismantling an organised criminal group, consisting
of 10 persons, specialised in the fraudulent use of false

credit cards. 18 PCs, 10 laptops, a MSR 206 card
writer, 9 blank cards, 30 mobile phones, 35 SIM cards
for mobile phones, 10 USBs, 2500RON and a BMW
automobile were seized.
