When the first cities of ancient
Greece and Rome were set up, the states
entrusted the Police to keep the public
order. Over centuries, this foundation-
mission gave perennial consistency to this
institution, beyond facts, interests or
historical contexts, identifying it, in'every
corner of the world, as the key force in
fighting crime. Documents attesting this
structure in the Romanian Countries, in the
fourteenth century, refer to the existence of
a governor (dregator), recognized as a
great magistrate (vornic), invested with
important dignitary tasks at the royal

- court, doubled by administrative, military
and judicial competencies.
The first bailiff of hunters who
performed the duty of a police chief,
Neagoe Basarab, the later ruler of the

Romanian Country, held this position
under the sceptre of Radu the Great
(1495-1508). The Turkish word “aga” is
later used to refer to some of the military

institution, stating
that: "we must do
everything so that
the police should
be indeed the
guardian of inter-
nal order and se-
curity of the
state'.

The structure of the Romanian Police

pillars of activity: At the national level,
GIRP - central and directly coordinated
structures, at the regional level - Brigades
for combating organized crime, transport
regional police departments and special
operations services; at the county level -
General Directorate of Bucharest Police
and county police inspectorates; at the
local level there are municipal, town,
village, police departments, sections and
police stations. Additionally, the structure
of the GIRP also includes police schools
and training units.

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Crime prevention is a priority for
the Romanian Police, an objective
performed both through the operatio-
nal structures and through the
research and prevention structures.

Criminality prevention policy is
concentrated on studies in the field
of: anti-victim and anti-crime training
of the population; securing areas in
order to reduce vulnerability of
victims; implementing a common
evaluation procedure of this particular
field; disseminating best practices;
monitoring the implementation of the
crime prevention policy at local,
regional and national level;
improving and consolidating the
national crime prevention network;
ensuring transparency and promoting
the activities performed; signing
partnership agreements with the
community; elaborating studies and
researches regarding phenomena and
specific activities of the Romanian
Police.

Research activities have been
oriented according to the priorities
established by the Romanian Police
in this field and aimed at combating

criminality.

Objectives: making researches
and analyses in order to orient
prevention activities; coordinating the
implementation at local level of the
programmes / projects developed in
accordance with national and local
priorities; organising and coordina-
ting projects/campaigns to inform
citizens at national level; developing
partnerships with governmental and
non-governmental organisations;
enhancing cooperation with mass-
media in order to promote prevention
activities and communicate anti-
victim and anti-crime recommenda-
tions; developing international
cooperation with similar partners
through the European Crime
Prevention Network.

Police officers perform researches
and analyses the results of which con-
tribute to directing activities towards
vulnerable target groups and comba-
ting efforts. In this context, several
institutions with competences in this
field have been involved and analyses,
studies, researches and public opinion
polls have been undertaken.

The Proximity Police have as
main objectives preventing
criminality and enhancing the
feeling of public safety within
the community.

222 criminality prevention
projects were developed, out of
which 64 were structured
according to the security
marketing method. Further-
more, 415 information and
prevention campaigns were
developed.

Economic and financial crime is a serious phenomena
strategically infiltrating into the legal economy.
Consequently, police officers have intensified investigations

of serious cases taking into consideration the damage that

was caused as well as the type of persons that were involved.
Preventing and combating financial evasion which harms the
state budget and alters competitive business environment is

one of the priorities of the institution.

rime against property represents one of

the socio economic effects being often

favoured by the lack of public reaction
and superficial protective measures recommen-
ded by the police. Thus, stopping crime against
the property is one of priorities, several natio-
nal awareness campaigns being implemented to
prevent thefts of and from vehicle and burglar-
ies. With respect to protection of the cultural and
national patrimony there is a decrease in crime
while there is a notable increase of recovery of
nationally and internationally wanted cultural
goods, antic coins and icons.

expertise at the internal level. Police
officers undertake firm actions
against new forms of crime. The cov-
ering of all levels of crime combat,
from collection and use of informa-
tion to international judicial cooper-
ation is achieved through a set of
standard operating procedures ap-
plied at the national level.
Trafficking in human be-
ings, involving Romanian citizens,

has registered a sharp downward
trend. Thus, a general conclusion can
be drawn from the evaluation of the
phenomenon namely that there are
clear signs of criminality decrease re-
garding all four forms of crime, i.e.:
sexual exploitation, labour exploita-
tion, forced into begging, child
pornography including the on-line
child abuse.

The scale of the phenomenon, the
percentage of the offences and their
conspired nature show that cyber-
crime is one of the most active forms
of crime, in which the organized
criminal groups are involved.

Assessment of the criminal
groups operating in the field shows
that these groups aim towards achiev-
ing substantial financial profits, by
using young people with IT skills and
new technologies, organized and co-
ordinated by the heads of organized
crime groups. Based on the extensive
operations carried out nationwide by
the police officers, many organized
crime groups were identified and dis-
mantled - a fact that indi-
cates that prevention and
countering measures under-
taken by Police are indeed
efficient.

One of the main objectives of the
National Forensic Institute is to update
and develop forensic databases belong-
ing to the Romanian Police, in order to
fulfil the requirements of the Frame-
work decisions 2008/615/JAI and
2008/616/JAIL, which apply the provi-
sions of the Prum Treaty and of the
Agreement on the Implementation of
the Schengen Convention, in order to
ensure the automatic exchange of

dactyloscopic and genetic data,
especially for the purpose of identi-
fying perpetrators and counteracting
criminality.

Under the present legislative context,
according to the provisions of Law no.
146 issued on the 10th of July 2008,
The National Forensic Institute

became the National Contact Point for
the automatic exchange of genetic and
dactyloscopic data between the
member states of the Prum Treaty.

The national forensic databases
targeted by this operational step are
those belonging to the AFIS system
and the National Judicial Genetic Data
System. Apart from those there are
also IMAGETRACK, C.D.N., IBIS
systems and the interfaced connection
to the national EURODAC system, a
database containing the fingerprints of
the asylum applicants, administered by
the General Inspectorate for Immigrat-
ion, and dactyloscopic checks of the
IL.G.P.FR.

The AFIS system comprises work-
flows dedicated to the activities of
fingerprinting/checking/ storage of the
data concerning the people targeted by
the checking requested by INTERPOL
and EUROPOL, through CCPI. The
growing trend in the number of
searches requested on the level of
international police cooperation, but
also the outcomes pointed out by the
congratulating messages received from
the European judicial authorities,
emphasize the concern of the
Romanian forensic investigators to
offer prompt and responsible answers,
as partners in the fight against
international crime, through good
training and expertise in this specific
domain.

The National Forensic Institute is
accredited through the Accreditation
Certificate no. LI459 issued on the
18th of December 2006, and has been
re-accredited in December 2010 by the
Romanian Accreditation Authority —

RENAR (the national accreditation
institution, established by the OMIR
nr. 354/12.06.2003). According to this

Certificate the National Forensic
Institute of the General Inspectorate of
the Romanian Police meets the require-
ments of SR EN ISO/ CEI 17025: 2005
and has the competence to perform the
declared expertise activities.

Regarding the development of the
current system, the national Forensic
Institute takes into consideration both
the implementation of new methods
and good practices from the EU
member states and the expansion of
the working procedures applicable
according to the competence and
degree of the technical development at
national level, by the help of the local
forensic structures.

The expansion of the accreditation
at national level constitutes a priority,
at the same time with the elaboration
of the documents for the implementation
of the ISO 17020/2005 standard and of
the Quality Handbook for crime scene
investigation, together with the specific
procedures. The National Forensic
Institute has taken act of the EU
Council’s Conclusions regarding the
vision on the European forensic for the
perspective of the year 2020, including
the creation of a European forensic
space and the development of the
forensic infrastructure across Europe.
