Avind in vedere structura si competentele Poli-
tiei Romadne, obiectivele generale ale institutiei,
pentru anul 2024, au fost eficientizarea activitdtii
de prevenire si combatere a traficului de droguri, a
traficului de persoane, a migratieiilegale, precum si
a retelelor de criminalitate organizatd, continuarea
proiectelor ce au drept scop cresterea gradului de
sigurantd rutierd, precum si a celei din mediul
scolar si imbundtitirea pregdtirii profesionale prin
dezvoltarea de infrastructuri si modele conven-
tionale sau alternative, utilizand metode si mijloace
moderne in procesul de pregdtire.

De asemenea, obiectivele au vizat digitalizarea
serviciilor oferite cetatenilor, reducerea birocratiei
prin simplificarea procedurilor aplicabile in cadrul
interactiunilor cu acestia, precum si consolidarea
cooperdrii cu partenerii nationali traditionali din
domeniul prevenirii si combaterii infractionalitatii,
respectiv cu partenerii din alte tari sau cu agentiile
de aplicare a legii la nivel european si international.

In anul 2024, politistii au realizat 881.289 de
interventii la evenimente, la solicitarile venite de la
cetateni prin Sistemul National 112, fiind aplanate
131.637 de stari conflictuale. Pentru prevenirea
criminalitatii, au fost desfiasurate peste 24.000
de activitati, de care au beneficiat aproximativ
1.250.000 de persoane.

In anul 2024, Politia Romani s-a confruntat cu
riscuri si amenintari dintre cele mai variate, cu grad
de dificultate crescut, fiind instrumentate, impreund
cu unitétile de parchet, peste 1,7 milioane de dosare
penale. Anul trecut, au fost solutionate 502.584 de
dosare, dintre care in 50.064 au fost intocmite referate
de terminare a urmadririi penale cu propunere de
trimitere in judecata.

In domeniul rutier, in anul 2024, numirul acci-
dentelor grave a scazut cu 6,4%, al persoanelor
decedate cu 4,3% si al persoanelor ranite grav cu
8,2%, fiind inregistrate cele mai mici valori din
ultimii 12 de ani.

Pentru combaterea criminalitatii organizate,
structurile Politiei Roméne au desfasurat, impreund
cu procurorii D.II.C.O.T., 1.732 de actiuni opera-
tive, reusindu-se destructurarea a 116 grupuri
infractionale organizate. In cadrul acestor acti-

uni, au fost efectuate peste 5.500 de perchezitii do-
miciliare, sub coordonarea procurorilor D.II.C.O.T.
si in cooperare cu structuri similare de aplicare a
legii, din Europa sau din alte state ale lumii.

Au fost capturate peste 1,2 milioane de diverse
comprimate, peste 1 tond de droguri de risc si mare
risc, 4,4 tone de masa vegetala verde, peste 7 tone de
substante interzise, dopante, ridicate de la o fabrica
clandestind, descoperita in urma unei operatiuni in
judetul Arges, precum si 16 tone de pulpa de fructe
care continea cocaina.

In domeniul investigérii criminalititii econo-
mice, accentul s-a pus pe finalitatea judiciard si pe
recuperarea prejudiciului. Complexitatea inves-
tigatiilor si a tehnicilor folosite au fost la un nivel
ridicat in anul 2024, iar rezultatele pot fi apreciate
inclusiv prin valoarea masurilor asiguratorii apli-
cate si a prejudiciilor recuperate, care a totalizat
1.336.724.500 de lei.

In domeniul evaziunii fiscale, au fost aplica-
te 12.540 de amenzi contraventionale si indisponi-
bilizate bunuri, in valoare de 111.003.275 de lei. In
domeniul combaterii contrabandei cu tigarete, au
fost capturate peste 29 de milioane de tigarete si
peste 20 de tone de tutun. Actiunile intreprinse in
ultima perioadd au contribuit la mentinerea unui
nivelul scazut al pietei negre de tigarete, aspect
confirmat de ultimele studii Novel, conform cérora,
in anul 2024, aceasta s-a situat sub 10%.

In anul 2024, politistii au actionat si pentru
contracararea eficientd a detinerii si folosirii ilegale
a armelor si explozivilor, evenimente a ciror forma
de manifestare este de naturd sa afecteze ordinea
publici si siguranta cetiteanului. Intrucat detinerea
si utilizarea ilegala a substantelor periculoase pre-
zinta un pericol deosebit de grav asupra factorilor

cooperation with similar law enforcement structures
in Europe or other countries of the world.

Considering the structure and competence
of the Romanian Police, the general goals of the
institution for 2024 consisted in streamlining the
activities aimed at preventing and combating drug
trafficking, human trafficking, migrant smuggling,
organized criminal networks, continuing projects
intended to increase road safety, as well as the
safety in schools, and to improve professional
training by developing conventional or alternative
infrastructures and patterns, usingmodern methods
and means throughout the training process.

The goals were oriented towards digitizing ser-
vices offered to citizens, reducing bureaucracy by
simplifying the procedures applicable in inter-
actions with them, as well as strengthening the
cooperation with traditional national partners in
the field of preventing and combating crime, as well
as with partners from other countries or with law
enforcement agencies at European and international
level.

In 2024, the police personnel carried out 881,289
interventions upon requests from citizens through
the 112 Emergency Service, solving 131,637 conflict
situations. Over 24,000 activities were carried out in
order to prevent crime, benefiting approximately
1,250,000 people.

In 2024, the Romanian Police faced most diverse
types of risks and threats, with an increased degree
of difficulty, resulting in over 1.7 million criminal
prosecution cases being investigated, together with
the prosecutor’s offices. Throughout last year, 502,584
cases were solved, in 50,064 of these reports being
drawn up with referral to court upon completion of
the criminal investigation.

In the traffic sector, in 2024, the number of
seriousaccidents decreased by 6.4%, that of deceased
victims by 4.3% and that of seriously injured victims
by 8.2%, recording the lowest values over the last
12 years.

In order to combat organized crime, together
with prosecutors of the Directorate for Investigating
Organized Crime and Terrorism (D.I.I.C.O.T.),
the Romanian Police structures carried out 1,732
operational actions, successfully dismantling 116
organized criminal groups. Within these actions,
over 5,500 home searches were carried out, under
the coordination of D.I.I.C.O.T. prosecutors and in

Over 1.2 million various tablets, over 1 ton
of risk and high-risk drugs, 4.4 tons of green
vegetable matter, were captured, as well as over 7
tons of prohibited doping substances being seized
from a clandestine factory, discovered following an
operation in Arges county, as well as 16 tons of fruit
pulp containing cocaine.

In the field of economic crime investigation, the
emphasis was set on judicial effects and on damage
recovery. The complexity of investigations and the
techniques used were at a high level in 2024, and
the results can be appreciated including through
the value of the precautionary measures applied
and the damage recovered, which amounted to
1,336,724,500 lei.

In the field of tax evasion, 12,540 penalty fines
were applied and assets were seized, with a total value
111,003,275 lei. In the field of combating cigarette
smuggling, over 29 million cigarettes and over 20
tons of tobacco were seized. The actions undertaken
in the recent period have contributed to maintaining
a low level of the black market for cigarettes, aspect
confirmed by the latest Novel studies, according to

Incepand cu
data de 1 octombrie 2024, Sistemul Informatic de
Monitorizare Electronica a fost operationalizat si la
nivelul ultimelor 18 judete implicate in a treia fazd a
programului pilot de monitorizare electronica, res-
pectiv: Alba, Arad, Arges, Bihor, Bistrita-Nédsaud,
Botosani, Brdila, Buzdu, Dambovita, Dolj, Gorj,
Hunedoara, lalomita, Maramures, Olt, Suceava,
Timis si Tulcea.

De asemenea, incepand cu aceeasi data, sistemul
de monitorizare electronica se aplica si persoanelor
care fac obiectul executarii masurii controlului ju-
diciar sau controlului judiciar pe cautiune si exe-
cutdrii masurii arestului la domiciliu, in cauzele in
care, organele judiciare dispun obligatia de a purta
permanent un dispozitiv electronic de supraveghere
in sarcina inculpatului cercetat penal.

In cursul anului 2024, la nivel national, au
fost desfasurate aproximativ 24.500 de activitati
de prevenire a criminalitatii, care au avut peste
1.200.000 de beneficiari.

Totodata, grija politistilor s-a indreptat si spre
salvarea animalelor. In cursul anului 2024, au fost
emise 641 de ordine de plasare in addpost pentru
1.907 animale aflate in situatii de pericol, fiind
intocmite 2.134 de dosare penale si aplicate 19.057
de sanctiuni contraventionale, in valoare totala de
10.229.020 de lei.

Incepand cu data de 31 martie 2024, a fost opera-
tionalizat un nou sistem de verificare a documentelor
de identitate. Este vorba despre aplicatia eDAC,
care este folosita de catre structurile Ministerului
Afacerilor Interne (politie, jandarmerie, politia
de frontierd, imigrari) pentru stabilirea identitatii
persoanei si verificarea eventualelor mentiuni, cu
privire la aceasta, intr-un mod mult mai facil.

De asemenea, pentru cresterea gradului de sigu-
rantd rutierd a fost dezvoltata o platforma software
a Politiei Romane, ,e-SAR”, pentru procesarea
semnaldrilor privind posibila incélcare a normelor
de circulatie pe drumurile publice, obtinute cu
mijloacele tehnice din dotarea Politiei Romane, in

contextul adoptarii prevederilor Legii nr. 383/2022
privind unele masuri de eficientizare a monitorizarii
traficului rutier.

Rezultatele in combaterea criminalitatii au fost
obtinute cu aportul structurilor de suport operativ
ale Politiei Romane, de la aplicarea unor meto-
de speciale de supraveghere sau cercetare, la iden-
tificarea criminalisticd, suportul analitic, actiuni
speciale, protectia martorilor, cooperare politie-
neascd internationald sau de alte tipuri de activitati.

Suportul administrativ al structurilor de finan-
ciar, logistic, resurse umane si juridic a contribuit
la cresterea gradului de dotare tehnico-materiald si
la asigurarea resurselor umane, esentiale in desfa-
surarea misiunilor operative.

Politia Roména a continuat dezvoltarea unor re-
latii de colaborare cu institutiile de aplicare a legii,
precum si cu organismele internationale pentru
prevenirea si combaterea criminalitatii, precum
INTERPOL si EUROPOL.

In anul 2025, obiectivele Politiei Romane sunt
prevenirea si combaterea traficului si consumului
de droguri si a altor substante cu efect psihoactiv,
a traficului de persoane, a migratiei ilegale, precum
si a retelelor de criminalitate organizatd, combaterea
infractiunilor de mediu, precum si a celor la regimul
armelor, munitiilor si explozivilor, combaterea eva-
ziunii fiscale, spélarii banilor, contrabandei, precum
si a infractionalitatii specifice achizitiilor publice,
prevenirea si combaterea infractionalitatii specifice
mediului scolar, cu accent pe consumul de droguri si
substante psihoactive de citre elevi, fenomenului de
bullying si al violentei, precum si cresterea gradului
de sigurantd stradala.

which, in 2024, the level of it was below 10%.

In 2024, police personnel also acted towards
effectively countering the illegal possession and
use of weapons and explosives, events whose
manifestation is likely to affect public order and
citizens’ safety. Since the illegal possession and use
of hazardous substances poses a particularly serious
threat to environmental factors, human health and
life, large-scale actions were carried out also in this
segment. Thus, over 112 tons of pyrotechnic items,
over 3,300 firearms and 288,695 cartridges were
confiscated.

During the last year, police personnel issued over
13,200 temporary protection orders, in order to
mitigate imminent risks to the life, physical integrity
or freedom of individuals endangered by an act of
domestic violence. Starting with 1% October 2024,
the Electronic Monitoring Information System was
also operationalized in the last 18 counties as part
of the third phase of the electronic monitoring pilot
program, namely: Alba, Arad, Arges, Bihor, Bistrita-
Nasaud, Botosani, Braila, Buzdu, Dambovita,
Dolj, Gorj, Hunedoara, Ialomita, Maramures, Olt,
Suceava, Timis and Tulcea.

Starting from the same date, the electronic
monitoring system also applies to persons subject to
the enforcement of the measure of judicial control or
bail judicial control, house arrest, in cases in which
the judicial bodies have ordered the obligation
upon the defendant under criminal investigation to
permanently wear an electronic surveillance device.

Nationwide, during 2024, approximately 24,500
crime prevention activities were carried out, with
over 1,200,000 beneficiaries.

At the same time, the attention of the police
personnel was focused on rescuing animals. During
2024, 641 shelter placement orders were issued
for 1,907 animals in dangerous situations, 2,134
criminal cases were filed and 19,057 minor offense
sanctions were enforced, totaling 10,229,020 lei.

Starting with 31 March 2024, a new system
for verifying identity documents has been imple-
mented. This is the eDAC app, which is used by
the structures of the Ministry of Internal Affairs
(police, gendarmerie, border police, immigration)
to ascertain the identity of individuals and verify any
observations regarding it, in a much easier way.

Also, to increase traffic safety, a software platform
of the Romanian Police, ,,e-SAR”, was developed to
process reports on possible violations of traffic rules
on public roads, obtained with the technical means of

the Romanian Police, in the context of adopting the
provisions of Law no. 383/2022 on some measures
to streamline road traffic monitoring.

Theresultsin combating crimewere obtained with
the contribution of the operational support structures
of the Romanian Police, from the implementation
of special surveillance or investigation methods, to
forensic identification, analytical support, special
actions, witness protection, international police
cooperation or other types of activities.

The administrative support of the financial,
logistical, human resources and legal structures
contributed to increasing the level of technical
equipment and ensuring human resources, essential
in carrying out operational missions.

The Romanian Police continued to develop
collaborative relationships with law enforcement
institutions, as well as with international bodies
for preventing and combating crime, such as
INTERPOL and EUROPOL.

In 2025, the goals of the Romanian Police
are preventing and combating trafficking and
consumption of drugs and other psychoactive
substances, human trafficking, illegal migration, as
well as organized criminal networks, environmental
crimes, as well as those related to the regime of
weapons, ammunition and explosives, tax evasion,
money laundering, smuggling, as well as public
procurement crimes, preventing and combating
school environment related crimes, with an emphasis
on the use of drugs and psychoactive substances
among students, the phenomenon of bullying and
violence, as well as increasing the degree of road
safety.

MESSAGE OF THE MINISTER OF INTERNAL
AFFAIRS, ON THE EVALUATION
OF THE ACTIVITY OF THE ROMANIAN POLICE

On February 19, 2025, the Inspector General
of the Romanian Police presented the result of the
activities carried out by the institution in the previous
year. As a result of the evaluation, the deputy prime
minister, minister of Internal Affairs, Mr. Catilin

“Dear colleagues from the Romanian Police, I am
extremely honored to participate in the evaluation of
your activity. I begin, as I do on the occasion of other
meetings with the command of the Romanian Police,
by underlying the key importance of the Romanian
Police to our society, to our state, to our citizens, as
one of the fundamental institutions of our state, one
of the institutions on whose good functioning depends
the peaceful life of our citizens, as well as the normal
functioning of other public and private institutions.

2024 was a year in which the Ministry of Internal
Affairs fulfilled absolutely all the major objectives, the
same as the Romanian Police did. Of course, there
are a number of things to do better in the activity
of any institution, including the Romanian Police,
or the Ministry of Interior in its entirety. Of course,
there still are expectations from the citizens, not yet
fully fulfilled, but, in what concerns the fundamental
objectives of the Police, as we have jointly undertaken
at the beginning of the past year, here, I can say, things
are going well, even very well.

Thus, I refer to our priority agenda, focused on the
identification of measures to tackle serious phenomena

in our society, such as organized crime, trafficking in
drugs, trafficking in human beings, violence and crime
associated with any forms of violence. Here, absolutely
all the quantitative parameters indicate that there was
prioritization, that there was not just a catchphrase
when we set these serious phenomena a priority, and I
think good and very good results have been achieved.

Indeed, you have had an essential role in achieving
another major target of the country, of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, namely our accession to the Schengen
area. This role was accomplished in cooperation with
the Border Police, which was in the frontline of this
important country dossier, in cooperation with DGPI
(the General Directorate for Internal Protection), in
cooperation with DGA (the General Anticorruption
Directorate). All the activities within your competence
that you performed have contributed to a good result
as regards combating migrant smuggling, which is
done not only at the border, but also inland - it is also
done outside borders, through international police
cooperation, combating trafficking in persons, which
is, obviously, associated with migrant smuggling most
of the times, and also combating organized crime
groups and transborder actions, which are crossing
points of the phenomenon of illegal migration.

This is why it should be of no surprise to anybody
that I mention the Romanian Police in the Schengen
context. As I said previously — and I repeat it — the
diplomatic efforts, the political diplomatic success
were based on the efforts of the field police: border
police servants, police servants employed within the
Romanian Police, staff of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, obviously the corresponding Schengen direc-
torate from the Ministry of Internal Affairs - this
was the base on which the Romanian state built its
diplomatic effort.

I would like to affirm here, and do tell so to
your colleagues, we can also say it publicly, that you
brought a great service to the Romanian citizens,
a great service to the country, since accession to
the Schengen area generates not only an increased
credibility to Romania, at very complicated time
for everyone, but it also generates direct financial
advantages to the national economy, to the Romanian
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nald, pentru operatorii romdni. Sunt miliarde de

Si aici pot sd spun cd
Politia Romdnd si-a achitat datoriile, obligatiile,
respectiv misiunile, in conditii foarte bune, protejand
drepturile cetdtenilor, asigurand linistea publicd,
detensiondnd, acolo unde a fost cazul, conflicte care
amenintau sd escaladeze. Ati folosit o metodd pe care
v-am indemnat sd o puneti in aplicare in toate armele,
respectiv integrarea eforturilor, cooperarea orizontald,
combinarea tuturor expertizelor, intr-un demers unic
de naturd politieneascd, modern, eficient, pentru cd,
pand la urmad, pe cetdtean asta il intereseazd.

operators. There are billions of euros expected to enter
the country as a result of this objective fulfilled by the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, including with the effort
of the Romanian Police, not to mention the more
comfortable way in which the Romanian citizen can
cross the border, practically expanding the sphere of
exercise of the fundamental right to free circulation.
For all these results, for all these efforts, I would like
to thank you in particular, to congratulate you and,
obviously, to wish you success further on!

I would also like to mention the fact that last year
we had other goals, otherwise mentioned by your
commander, the inspector general, in the presentation
of the yearly evaluation of the activity, namely
ensuring peace and public order, ensuring the citizens’
protection and their rights, on the occasion of the
ballots which occurred last year. And there were many
in number, an unprecedented year. And here I can
say that the Romanian Police did their part in what
regards their duties, obligations and missions, in very
good conditions, protecting the rights of the citizens,
ensuring the public peace, de-escalating conflicts, if
the case may be, collaborating with the Gendarmerie,
collaborating horizontally with DGPI. That is to say,
applying in these missions, the method that I urged
you to apply, for all the structures, namely: integrating
efforts, cooperating horizontally, combining expertise,
in a unique, modern and efficient police approach,
for, in the end, this is what the citizen is interested in.
Therefore, I can say that we have no reason, absolutely
no reason, why we should not look the Romanian
citizen in the eye, why we should not look each other
in the eye, with the feeling and conviction that we
have fulfilled our goal!

I would emphasize several points which I think we
ought to develop this year. Mention has been made
here about digitization, we must continue this process.
We must make efforts to integrate in our activity new
technologies, logistical means that incorporate new
technologies, to modernize the interface between the
Police and the citizen and to use in our activity any
type of logistical endowment and technology, so that
we would increase the efficiency of your interventions,
at the same time solving an acute issue, namely the
staff shortage. I have had previous discussions with
colleagues of yours about the efforts we are now
making towards identifying areas in which we could
use drones, we could use robots, we could use artificial
intelligence or other types of software that could
help the activity of the Romanian Police and other
structures within the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

Another field which I would want us to focus on
is the communication between the institution and the

citizen, between the institution and our colleagues
who form these institutions. We live in a society in
which disinformation, as has been well said here, the
confusion created by fake means, fake information, by
an informational bombardment, makes it more and
more difficult to have a dialogue between the public
institutions, the state institutions and the citizen. The
role of a leader is not for anyone, but whoever has
assumed it, must show that they deserve it and must
withstand the challenges that come from all over the
directions, including from their own structure, from
their own organization. Do keep to your standards,
because the citizen has the right to this performance,
to this modern public service from your part.

We must explain, explain, explain, and explain
again! For, in silence, whatever message that is not
rigorous from a realistic point of view or within
the frame map, within the law, can generate a
misperception. And a misperception can undermine
the trust in the institution, and you, us, the
institutions of the state cannot function efficiently in
keeping with their constitutional missions, without
the citizens’ trust. In the end, we will strive, despite
the quite complicated budgetary conditions, we will
force ourselves to maintain the level of investment, of
endowment within the Romanian Police.

I congratulate you, once again, on the activity
throughout the year 2024, and I demand, with all the
authority and credibility that I have in front of you,
that you make the year 2025 be an exceptional one,
as well, in what concerns your performance, your
dedication, professionalism, integrity and everything
you know that is expected from you by the citizen and
the country’.

The Independent Intervention and Special Ac-
tions Service is a unit part of the General Inspectorate
of the Romanian Police. In the beginning there
were only two intervention divisions in their unit.
Romania was still in transition to modern democracy,
undergoing extremely difficult transformations.
The purpose of this unit was to fight against newly
elaborated violent forms of organized crime, based
on methods imported from other countries.

Bucharest, 2025

The Independent Intervention and Special
Actions Service is an elite unit, based on principles of
dedication and perseverance. The officers of this unit
are constantly working on their physical and mental
health and training. Their irreproachable conduct is
displayed in tough international competitions along
other similar units in Europe. Their motto ‘Law,
honour, faith’ encapsulate their core beliefs.

Police Quaestor Alexandru Scurtu is the leader
of the Independent Intervention and Special Actions
Service. He has dedicated his life and career to this
unit where he first stepped in 29 years ago. On
June 15, 2025, the Independent Intervention and
Special Actions Service will celebrate 30 years of
activity. In an interview for the Romanian Police
magazine ‘Politia Roméand, Mr. Scurtu talks about
the evolution, values, as well as the importance of
his unit for the Romanian Police and the society
they do their best to protect in high-risk missions,
which they take on with great courage, self-control,
professionalism and determination.

ENTIONS

Mr Director, we are having this conversation
right in the training room, where physical training
is at the core of the evolution of our team.

This is the ‘altar’ of the Intervention and Special

prove their training. They also have to integrate
team spirit and team building into specific tasks.
This is the difference between a group of individuals
and a team. We must find cohesion and unique
ways of working together in order to solve a crisis.
It is something that cannot exist without everyday
discipline and training. As I like to say, this is the
ground where boys become men.

You were also one of them. How was the boy
Alexandru Scurtu from 29 years ago?

My childhood was marked by a father figure who
worked, more or less, in the same field. He tried hard
to prevent me from ending up in this line of work.
But we cannot force our knowledge and needs on
our children. The only thing we can do is to set an
example. Therefore, this was the road I chose. It is
what I've always loved to do and what motivated
me to work every day. I was here from the very
beginning of this unit and I like to think of myself as
being part of the team.

Were 1990s as difficult for your unit as they
were for the Romanian society?

The Intervention and Special Actions Service
started out as a team affiliated to a group for
combating organized crime. In the beginning, our
team consisted of only 12 officers. In 1995, when
we were established as a unit within the Romanian
Police, we were able to increase our numbers, but we
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unitati specializate. Nimeni nu stia cum trebuie
exact sa arate, dar a existat o dorinta foarte mare de
a face lucrurile bine.

Cum vedeti S.1.A.S., dupad 29 de ani in aceastai
structura?

S.ILA.S. este o stare de spirit. Nu se poate adapta
oricine aici. Fie vine si impértaseste principiile si
credintele noastre, fie nu se poate adapta. Au fost
sportivi de mare performanta care nu s-au putut
adapta. Nu este totul sd ai niste calitéti fizice deosebite.
Trebuie sa ai si inima si toate trebuie potentate de
cap. Trebuie sd inteleagd misiunea si sa fie parte a
misiunii. Intotdeauna le spun asa: ,Nu incercati
sd vedeti cum este cetdteanul in stradd securizat de
fortele de politie obisnuite, incercati sd vedeti cum ar
fi el in absenta voastrd. Misiunea voastrd este ultima
linie de apdrare a societdtii! Si aveti nevoie de ceea
ce faceti acum, de antrenamente zilnice, ca sd puteti
face asta”.

Cum aratd o zi bund la S.I.A.S., dar una mai
putin fericita?

O zi bund este o zi in care reusesc sd vid oamenii
plecand spre casele lor zimbind. Petrecem aici mai
mult timp decat in cadrul familiei noastre, acasa.
Daca nu ar avea niste familii care sd le inteleaga
menirea lor ar fi aproape imposibil sa faca ceea ce
fac. Iar o zi mai putin bund este atunci cand, desi
ai venit determinat la serviciu, pleci usor amarat de
modul in care lucrurile au fost intelese. Ne doare
atunci cand, facand tot ceea ce poti, se pot interpreta
lucrurile intr-un mod diferit de ceea ce vrei sa arati.
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Cum se incheie o misiune pentru un luptdtor
din aceastd unitate?

O misiune nu se incheie niciodata, pentru ca
o actiune in care mergi este doar o etapa din viata
unui luptdtor. Ea trebuie continuatd cu pregatire,
intelegere a ceea ce a fost bine, dar si ce a fost rau
in activitatea anterioara, pentru ca la urmatoarele sa
fim din ce in ce mai buni.

Desi sunteti liderul lor, intrati de multe ori si in
echipele de interventie, pentru a rdmdne conectati
cu ei, dar si cu misiunile din strada...

Incerc sa le transmit cd fiecare luptitor este
important. Sunt momente cand intru in cadrul unei
echipe, dar nu ca sef de echipa, ci ca luptitor pur
si simplu. Le spun tuturor: ,Ca sd fii un luptditor
complet, indiferent de nivelul la care ai dezvoltat
anumite abilitdti, intotdeauna trebuie sd te intorci
la bazd, la elementele de executie, ca sd intelegi
nevoile celor care sunt la nivel de executie si sd-i poti
reprezenta asa cum trebuie”.

were never enough. In that early period, there was
a strong desire to take part in the collective effort
of the society to become a democratic state against
the odds of those times. The borders had been
opened. Consequently, what was happening outside
in other states had consequences for Romania also,
and it exceeded the competence and limits of the
Romanian Police at that time. Therefore, there was
a need for a specialized unit. Nobody knew exactly
what it should look like, but there was a strong desire
to make it right. The selection was very rigorous. One
would not have made it as a part of our unit unless
they proved their combat skills which they were
supposed to possess before applying. We refined
what is known as intervention strategies.

We learned from our colleagues in other states
and implemented the knowledge according to our
needs. From a tactical point of view, the German
intervention units offered us theoretical support.
Intervention tactics available at that time was turned
into a manual on intervention strategies manual.

Subsequently, important steps in our develop-
ment were made with the support of our colleagues
in Hungary, as well as through ATLAS network
(a group that brings together the elite of special
intervention units in the EU states). At this very
moment, we can state that we have achieved high
European standards. The selection of our officers is
done according to strict requirements, which means
that this unit is always understaffed.

LSIAS

How do you see this unit after 29 years?

The Intervention and Special Actions Service is a
state of mind. Not everyone can fit in here. You either
share our principles and beliefs, or you won't fit in.
There were top athletes who couldmt integrate in
our collective. It>s not all about having great physical
capabilities, but it also matters what’s inside. One

has to understand the mission and be part of it. As I
always say: Don’t judge the citizen’s behaviour next
to the police forces, but rather in their absence. You
are the last line of defence. Therefore continue your
daily training in order to be able to secure it.

What does a good day look like, as well as a bad
one?

A good day is a day when I get to see my fellow
colleagues going home smiling, proud of their
work. We spend most of our time here than we do
with our families. If they didn»t have families who
understood what their job implies, it would be
almost impossible for them to properly do it. On
the other hand, there are also bad days. You might
come to work motivated, but it turns out things do
not work in your favour, leaving you slightly bitter,
no matter your efforts.

How does a mission end for your unit?

They never do, as missions are just a part of our
daily lives. It is a continuous process that involves
training, analysing the strong and weak points of
our actions, so that in the future we can do better.

Although you are their leader, you often chose
to join them in their missions....

I try to make them understand that every
individual is vital in our job. There are times when I
join a team, not as their leader, but simply as a part
of it. As I tell everyone: to be a complete special
intervention officer, no matter the level of your
skills in your years of practice, you always have to
remember to go back to the basics, in order to better
relate to your colleagues and be able to represent
them properly.

What is the most important thing for the Special
intervention unit?

To be kind. Both at work and in their personal
lives.I admire them for being a strong unit, and they
are on their path to become even stronger, as they
can be considered a representative symbol for the
Romanian Police.

After almost 30 years of service, what is the most
important lesson you have learned?

In order to win we must learn how to lose!

Dupa
noud luni de fugd, barbatul a fost localizat si capturat
pe teritoriul Roméniei, in urma unei operatiuni bine
coordonate. Operatiunea, desfasurata de Directia
de Investigatii Criminale si Directia Operatiuni
Speciale din cadrul Politiei Roméne, a demonstrat
capacitatea autoritatilor roméne de a gestiona situatii
critice cu eficientd si responsabilitate.

Capturarea barbatului a fost rezultatul unei am-
ple operatiuni internationale, desfasurate sub coor-
donarea echipei ENN.EA.S.T., la solicitarea auto-
ritatilor judiciare franceze. Dupd ce autoritatile
franceze au emis trei mandate europene de arestare,
Politia Romana a activat o celula de crizd, implicand
Directia de Investigatii Criminale si Directia Ope-
ratiuni Speciale. Investigatiile au pornit de la iden-
tificarea unor autoturisme asociate grupdrii infrac-
tionale din care ficea parte fugarul. Una dintre
aceste masini a fost reperatd la intrarea in Bucuresti
si urmaritd pana in zona Pipera, unde bérbatul se
ascundea intr-un apartament inchiriat.

Fugarul nu avea legaturi directe in Romania, insa
a beneficiat de ajutorul a doi complici - un albanez
si un francez. Acesta a fost transportat din Franta in
Romadnia si a fost ldsat intr-un apartament inchiriat,
pregitit din timp, cu provizii si toate cele necesare
pentru a evita iesirile frecvente.

O retea internationald destructuratd

Capturarea barbatului a fost doar inceputul unei
ample operatiuni internationale. Mai multi complici
ai sai au fost arestati, la cererea autoritatilor franceze.
Aceste operatiuni fac parte dintr-o serie de actiuni
coordonate in mai multe tari, inclusiv in Franta,
unde anchetatorii au reusit sa destructureze o parte
importantd a retelei din care facea parte si barbatul
capturat in Romania.

SUCCESSFUL OPERATION

COORDINATED BY ROMANIAN POLICE
TO CAPTURE ‘MOST WANTED FRENCHMAN'

Romanian police succeeded in catching a
highly dangerous drug trafficker responsible for
the murder of two police officers in France after
he managed to escape from French custody. After
nine months on the run, the man was tracked
down and captured in Romania following a well-
coordinated operation. The operation carried out
by the Criminal Investigations Directorate and the
Special Operations Directorate of the Romanian
Police proved the Romanian authorities’ ability to
handle critical situations efficiently and responsibly.

Capturing the man was the result of a large-
scale international operation, coordinated by the
EN.EAS.T. team, at the request of the French
judicial authorities. After the French authorities
issued three European Arrest Warrants, the Roma-
nian Police initiated a crisis cell involving the
Criminal Investigations Directorate and the Special
Operations Directorate. The investigations began
with the identification of cars associated with the
criminal group the fugitive belonged to.

One of these cars was spotted at the entrance of
Bucharest and tracked to the Pipera area, where the
man was hiding in a rented apartment. The fugitive

had no direct links in Romania, but was helped by
two accomplices - an Albanian and a Frenchman.
He was transferred from France to Romania and
stayed in a rented apartment, prepared in advance
with supplies and everything necessary to avoid
going out frequently.

Most wanted Frenchman captured

in the north of the capital

After a period of close surveillance, the man
was caught near a shopping center in the north of
Bucharest on his way to a barber shop. The man did
not resist capture. He was immediately placed in
custody under maximum security measures. He was
transferred to court under strict supervision and
escorted by police officers.

International criminal network dismantled

Capturing the man was just the beginning of a
large-scale international operation. Several of his
accomplices were arrested at the request of the French
authorities. These operations are part of a series of
coordinated actions in several countries, including
France, where investigators managed to dismantle
a large part of the network that included the man

Persoane dispdrute sau urmdrite depistate
de politistii de investigatii criminale,
in anul 2024

Pe parcursul anului 2024, politistii din cadrul
Directiei de Investigatii Criminale au organizat si
coordonat activitatea de localizare si prindere a altor
urmariti la nivel national si international.

Astfel, in perioada 1 ianuarie — 31 decembrie
2024, in urma activitatilor de cdutare si identificare,
au fost depistati sau a fost clarificata situatia a 3.571
de persoane urmadrite la nivel national. Dintre aceste
persoane, 2.675 aveau emise pe numele lor mandate
de executare a pedepsei cu inchisoarea, iar 431 aveau
mandate de arestare preventiva.

Totodata, politistii au depistat 279 de persoane
care aveau emise mandate europene de arestare,
pentru 125 de persoane fiind dispuse sentinte penale
de internare in unitati medicale de specialitate.

The Romanian Police’s success in capturing
one of France’s most wanted criminals has gained
international recognition at the highest level.
French President Emmanuel Macron sent a personal
message to Minister of Internal Affairs of Romania,
Catalin Predoiu, congratulating him for the “exem-
plary” way in which the Romanian authorities
handled this complex case.

In appreciation of the efficiency and professio-
nalism of the Romanian police officers, the French
Interior Minister, Mr. Bruno Retailleau, also offi-
cially thanked the Minister of Internal Affairs, Mr.
Catalin Predoiu. “I congratulate all the forces that
contributed to the arrest of Mohamed Amra in
Romania. I would like to express my warm thanks
to Romania for its decisive cooperation”, said Mr.
Retailleau.

The international recognition of the success
of this operation validates Romania’s position as a
reliable partner in the fight against organized crime at

European level. The swift capture of such a dangerous
person has strengthened the collaboration between
Romania and France in the fight against organized
crime. This success has once again demonstrated
the professionalism and efficiency of the Romanian
authorities in the fight against international crime.

Missing and wanted persons found by

criminal investigation officers in 2024

Throughout 2024, police officers from the
Criminal Investigations Directorate organized and
coordinated the activity of locating and appre-
hending other wanted persons at the national and
internationallevel. Thus, from January 1 to December
31, 2024, as a result of search and identification
activities, at the national level 3,571 wanted persons
were tracked down or had their cases solved. Out of
these persons, 2,675 had warrants for imprisonment
issued in their names and 431 had preventive arrest
warrants.

At the same time, 279 people with European
Arrest Warrants issued in their names were found
and 125 people were given hospital orders, being
admitted to specialized medical facilities. From
January 1 to December 31, 2024, 15,594 missing per-
sons were tracked down as a result of the activities of
criminal investigation officers, 9,888 of them being
minors.

CHANGING THE DNA OF SERIOUS
AND ORGANIZED CRIME

An indicative analysis of EUROPOL provides an
overview of the threats posed by organized crime
on our continent. The report comes out every four
years and is entitled “Changing the DNA of serious
and organized crime”. The title summarizes what
Romanian police officers face in their daily tasks. The
world has changed, and the challenges we face today
would once have been inconceivable. The Internet
has become a limitless space for committing crimes
and creating virtual hideouts for illegally obtained
money. The dynamics of organized crime groups
require active responses from our police officers
coordinated by prosecutors of the Directorate for
Investigating Organized Crime and Terrorism
(D.LL.C.O.T.), that work together with police officers
from other units, as well as with external partners.

To counter hybrid threats, you build strong
response only working as a team and gathering infor-
mation and analysis vital to operational success.

The 2024 annual report of the Combating Orga-
nised Crime Directorate reveals an impressive
number of activities: there were carried out 1,732
operative actions, more than 5,500 searches and 2,500
persons were detained in criminal investigations.

ANTI-DRUG ACTIONS:
OVER 3,200 SEARCHES

In 2024 almost 1,000 actions were carried out in
the field of combating drug trafficking. Drug police
operations are complex in nature, which means that
time, strategy, discipline, persistence and dedication
are needed in order to achieve the most effective
results. Over 3,500 people were investigated last
year alone. Of these, 1,560 were detained, 1,355 were
arrested and 388 were placed under judicial control.
50 organized crime groups have been dismantled
and the number of seized drugs for 2024 are as
follows:

Eficientizarea investigatiilor in mediul online,
precum si operationalizarea unor aplicatii pot sprijini
identificarea timpurie a unor potentiale victime ale
traficului de persoane. Anul trecut, au fost organizate
aproape 200 de actiuni, fiind destructurate 21 de
grupuri infractionale organizate, care se ocupau cu
traficul de fiinte umane. De asemenea, zeci de actiuni
au fost coordonate si pentru a combate traficul de
migranti.

»Actiunile noastre pentru a combate traficul de
migranti si traficul de persoane au contribuit semni-
ficativ in dosarul Schengen, alaturi de cooperarea
deosebitd cu Politia de Frontierd. Am avut task-
force pe probleme de migratie ilegald si intdlniri cu
reprezentantii tuturor tdrilor vecine, implicati in
acest efort comun. De altfel, structurile teritoriale din
judetele aflate la frontierele Romdniei sunt in con-
tact permanent cu omologii lor de peste granita” —
afirma chestorul de politie Catalin Bogdan Serban,
directorul D.C.C.O.

Includerea Roméniei ca membru cu drepturi
depline in spatiul Schengen si in programul Visa
Waiver se datoreaza si acestor politisti.

CYBERCRIME
IN THE ERA OF BIG DATA

Citizens, businesses or critical infrastructure are
constant targets on the internet. The development
and spread of malware, piracy, data breaches, or
fraud schemes using artificial intelligence have led
to the changing and shaping of the actions of all law
enforcement agencies. International cooperation
is fast and efficient. The hyper-specialization of
police officers has also become a priority, in order
to keep up with both technological innovations and
operating methods. The Internet offers an infinity of
virtual identities. Investigations, however, must lead
to real ones, proven with tangible evidence, skilfully
extracted in the era of big data.
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Very often, technological advances are a Trojan
horse, as any technical innovation has also brought
a change in criminality. That is precisely why there
is a need to increase the resilience of society, by
increasing protective measures and precautions
against cyber-attacks.

“The development of new methods of investiga-
tion and the strengthening of operational capacity
through technology are constant endeavours within
our directorate. Police officers have a substantial
technical knowledge, proven in their recent activities.
It’s not often for one to catch criminals in the act, in
a ransomware case. Cybercriminals were engaged in
conversations with their victims as our police officers
entered their houses. In fighting cybercrime, the
challenge is to obtain relevant evidence. They are kept
by private entities and international cooperation is
required” — states Deputy Director of the Combating
Organised Crime Directorate (D.C.C.O.), Chief
Commissioner Daniel Filip.

In the fight against the highest form of crimi-
nality, police officers have learned to adapt. In the
challenge that the internet poses, criminals have
chosen as targets the most fragile beings: children.
Police officers who investigate cases of child porno-
graphy are forced to watch abuses that were filmed
and transmitted online. There are horrors in front

of which the human instinct tells you to close your
eyes, and those images have a greater impact on
our colleagues that are also parents. But despite the
horrors they have to face in their daily tasks, they do
their best in order to find the perpetrators and hold
them accountable for their crimes.
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The improvement of the online investigations,
as well as the operationalization of certain software
can support early identification of potential victims
of human trafficking. Last year, almost 200 actions
took place, where 21 organized criminal groups
involved in human trafficking were dismantled.
Dozens of actions were also coordinated to combat
migrant smuggling.

“Our actions to combat migrant smuggling and
trafficking in human beings, as well as our close coo-
peration with Romanian Border Police, have played
an important role in our country becoming a full
member of the Schengen Area. We have had several
task forces on illegal migration, as well as meetings
with representatives of all neighbouring countries
involved in this joint effort. Moreover, the territorial
structures of the border counties are in permanent
contact with their counterparts across the border” -
states Police Quaestor Catalin Bogdan Serban, Head
of Combating Organized Crime Directorate

Therefore, thanks to the efforts of these police
officers Romania became a full member of the
Schengen area, as well as of the Visa Waiver Pro-
gram. Combating Organised Crime Directorate
has a 32-year history, and every day calls for special
efforts in order to protect the vulnerable people and
strengthen national security.




PROFESIONISTUL TACUT

timp ce rabdarea in a construi meticulos poate reda
filmul unor fapte infractionale sub puterea unor
probe definitorii in procesul penal.

Politistul care lucreaza sub anonimat este
sprofesionistul tacut’, afirma directorul Directiei
Operatiuni Speciale (D.O.S.). Chestorul de politie
George Aurelian Ionescu s-a ,,construit” ca politist in
domeniul investigatiilor criminale, ulterior a realizat
anchete complexe pentru combaterea criminalitatii
organizate, iar acum spune cd are onoarea de a con-
duce aceste structuri de operatiuni speciale, unde
curajul, spiritul de echipa si stapanirea de sine
definesc personalitdtile puternice, pe care se bazeaza,
de atat de multe ori, sistemul de justitie. ,, Politistii
din structurile de operatiuni speciale isi asumd riscuri
majore. Ei sunt pregatiti sd facd fatd oricdror provocari,
iar meritele lor sunt prea putin cunoscute. Paradoxul
este cd el - politistul de operatiuni speciale - nici nu
simte nevoia unei aprecieri publice. Este profesionistul
tdcut. Stie cd trebuie sd ramadnd in umbrd, sd prezerve
conspirativitatea si confidentialitatea” - spune direc-
torul D.O.S. Acest mod de a lucra, intr-o tacere
complice cu discretia, permite explorarea sub ano-
nimat a unor situatii complexe.

Chestor de politie George Aurelian Ionescu
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Fiecare an aduce mii de misiuni. Pentru unele

este timp sa creezi strategii de lucru, in multe alte-
le trebuie sa actionezi urgent, indiferent de data din
calendar, de ora din zi sau noapte. In acele momen-
te, sunt antrenate trasaturile de caracter care vor
defini actiunea. Situatiile se pot schimba intr-un mod
neasteptat, de aceea, pe teren, anduranta si capa-
citatea de adaptare ofera avantajele care fac diferenta.
Misiunile se trdiesc cu intensitate, dar si luciditate,
cu respect fatd de reguli si fata de echipa. Pentru ca
si atunci cand pare singur, politistul sub acoperire,
de fapt, nu este singur. O echipd se va asigura, din
umbra, ca totul decurge in sigurantd, iar deciziile se
vor lua mereu la consens.
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Maiestria acestor profesionisti constd tocmai in
modul in care politistul de la operatiuni speciale
poate actiona: intrd in scena nevazut si iese la fel
de discret. Rezultatul este expresia intuitiei, dar si
a experientei acumulate. La mijloc sta capacitatea
extraordinard de a intelege rolul sau determinant,
ceea ce ii oferd calm si concentrare, chiar si atunci
cand adrenalina poate fi la cote maxime.

THE SILENT PROFESSIONALS

‘Special operations police officers have a special instinct in their DNA.
When they act, their courage is matched by deep mental analysis.
They slip quietly into a crowd, extract the target, and then make themselves invisible.

If we look at an investigation like a jigsaw puzzle,
the pieces fit together more quickly and easily when
special operations police officers are also part of the
team. Their investigations provide valuable infor-
mation. Their actions can lead to catching one in
the act of committing an offence, while patience in
meticulous construction can play out the movie of a
crime under the power of defining evidence in the
criminal proceedings.

The Director of the Special Operations Directo-
rate states that police officers who work under ano-
nymity are the ‘silent professionals’ Police Quaes-
tor George Aurelian Ionescu gained experience
throughout the years as a police officer in the field
of criminal investigations. He then carried out
complex investigations to fight organized crime.
Today, he affirms that he has the honour of leading
these special operations units, where courage, team
spirit, and self-control define the strong personalities
on which the justice system so often relies. ‘Special
operations police officers take big risks. They are pre-
pared to face any challenge, and their value is little
known. The paradox is that special operations police
officers do not even feel the need for public appre-
ciation. They are the silent professionals. They know

they have to remain in the shadows, to preserve con-
spiracy and confidentiality, states the Director of
Special Operations Directorate. This discreet way
of working allows complex situations to be explored
anonymously. For Romania, the result often means
removing threats and risks to national security.
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Every year thousands of missions are registered at
the level of the Directorate. For some of them, there
is time to create work strategies, while urgent action
is required for many other missions, regardless of
time. In those moments, character traits that will
define the action are being trained. Situations can
change unexpectedly. Therefore, endurance and
resilience provide the edge that makes the difference
in the field. Missions are lived with intensity, but also

with lucidity, respect for the rules and for the team.
Because even if police officers appear to be alone
when undercover, they are actually not alone. A team
will make sure from the shadows that everything
runs safely and that decisions are always taken by
consensus.

The mastery of these professionals lies precisely
in the way in which special operations police officers
can act. They enter the scene unseen and leave it
just as discreetly. The result is an expression of their
experience, as well as of their intuition. At the heart
of it all, it is an extraordinary ability to understand
their decisive role, which gives them calm and focus,
even when adrenaline can be at its peak.

A DIFFERENT KIND OF COURAGE

It takes strengthened efforts, cross-border coope-
ration, strong communication and fast decision-
making in the fight against organized crime. Taking
action at the right time, with discretion, courage
and using all the available resources adapted to
the needs of the mission, places them face-to-face
with the criminals taken aback by the element of
surprise. Special operations police officers team
up with all other operational structures. They help
their colleagues with the hardest part of a crimi-
nal investigation, the investigation backed up by
the gathering of sound evidence. It takes hard
work, but also courage. The leader of these teams
explains that it’s a different kind of courage. “They
act in a special way. Courage does not mean putting
yourself out there at any cost. Never expose yourself
unnecessarily. Courage is coupled with deep mental
analysis. Special operations police officers manage to
penetrate discreetly into a crowd, identify and extract
the target, then make themselves invisible, says Police
Quaestor George Aurelian Ionescu.

Intuition is once again needed in order to act
silently but decisively. The timing is never random.

In this way, even the most dangerous individuals are
captured, from robbers, gangsters, drug dealers to
cop killers. For example, one individual was seized
while sleeping with the hand on his gun, ready to
fight back at any moment. He had already done it
when one of our colleagues tried to stop him at a
police traffic filter, being aware of the fact that he
was a wanted criminal at an international level.
And perhaps the harsh reality our colleagues face
on so many missions has built up their spirit, their
devotion, loyalty, gratitude, optimism and the
knowledge to choose right from wrong. A proof
of tangible friendship was the case in which one of
them lost everything he owned in a fire. Although
he didn’t complain, his colleagues knew of this and
helped him rebuilt his life from scratch. In the end,
he showed photos of his home to his colleagues
with the message: “This is how I live now. Couldn’t
do it without your support and dedication. Thank
you!” These valuable life lessons are part of our orga-
nizational culture. In this environment, they learn
valuable lessons, and they are motivated to keep
up the good work. Just like they are motivated by a
simple gesture of their leader that comes up to them,
shakes their hand and thanks them for the effort,
after a high-risk mission.

PERSPECTIVE

The head of the Special Operations Directorate
says that people are the most important asset. The
results of our police officers are just as good as
those of richer European countries. ‘We have to
be seated at the same table and have access to the
same resources, even if the budgets are differentiated.
A strategic institutional goal is the automation of
certain flows. Artificial intelligence has to be used as
much as possible, so that people only supervise certain
flows and highlight certain items. By replacing human
resource with technology, we will be able to use the
capabilities of our personnel in key domains where
they are irreplaceable. We have large-scale missions
for which we strengthen cooperation with foreign
partners. For example, we work in close cooperation
with the Hungarian and Bulgarian partners to secure
the Schengen borders and anticipate the movements
of offenders leaving or entering our country without
restricting the freedom of movement. These are difficult
missions. However, our teams are fully dedicated to
ensure the security of the country which we serve’, states
the Director of the Special Operations Directorate,
Police Quaestor George Aurelian Ionescu.

Un om
de stiinta din cadrul Centrului de Studii si Cercetéri
asupra Medicamentului din Normandia, sosit in
Roménia sa gaseascd studenti cu idei inovatoare
in medicind, chimie sau farmacie, 1-a remarcat pe
studentul roman, care avea o realizare deosebita.
A sintetizat din punct de vedere structural si a
demonstrat testarea biologicd a unui medicament.
La nivelul laboratoarelor din Caen, proiectul a
fost dezvoltat de catre studentul roman, iar acest
demers s-a concretizat prin lansarea pe piatd a
unui medicament ce a facut parte din tratamentul
persoanelor infectate cu HIV.

Intr-o
echipa de céativa oameni, a reusit sd transforme
vechile grajduri din soseaua Stefan cel Mare in sedii
moderne de laborator pentru criminalistii romaéni.
Numele sdu este Romica Potorac. Astazi, chestor
de politie si director al Institutului National de
Criminalistica.

A DIFFERENT HISTORY OF
THE ROMANIAN FORENSICS

Forensic science - a science that deals
with the investigation of means and the
elaboration of methods for crime prevention,
for the examination of forensic evidence
needed to identify crimes and offenders.

The National Institute of Forensics is part of
the General Inspectorate of Romanian Police. It
operates on multiple levels, from providing eviden-
ce in thousands of criminal cases every year to
exchanging data from forensic databases with all
EU Member States and beyond, in accordance with
international treaties. Both the rigorous quality
management system and accreditation according to
internationally recognized standards are basic con-
ditions that ensure the successful achievement of
the objectives for the National Institute of Forensics
and the 42 countrywide working points. At the
same time, the Institute offers 26 accredited areas of
expertise, from crime scene investigation to forensic
data exchange.

The institution offers technical and scientific
guarantees at the highest level. This is due to the
people who have built everything with patience,
determination, dedication, and passion. In this
respect, the history of the genetics laboratory is
eloquent.

The untold stories from the history

of the National Institute of Forensics

It was in 2000 when a young officer was entrusted
with the task of setting up the first forensic genetics
laboratory in the Romanian Police. He was an
army officer who had just joined the Police. He had
previously worked in a military scientific research
center, as his main profession was chemist. He had

successfully graduated from the Faculty of Chemistry
in Bucharest. He had also had the chance to obtain a
master’s degree in France due to his brilliant mind.
An Israeli professor, who had come to Romania
to find future geniuses in medicine, chemistry or
pharmacy, noticed the Romanian student when he
asked him to create a drug recipe. Not only did he
get proof of outstanding chemical engineering, but
the drug recipe didn't just stay on paper. It went on
the market, and it has been part of the treatment for
people infected with HIV for several years.

The French government offered a government
scholarship to the Romanian student to stay at the
Centre for Drug Studies and Research in Normandy
- CERMN. At the end of the scholarship, after
defending his master’s thesis, he was offered the
opportunity to be included in the PhD program at
the University of Caen, Normandy. However, the
Romanian chemist chose to build his future at home,
in Bucharest. With a team of just a few people, he
managed to transform the old stables on Stefan cel
Mare Road into modern laboratory headquarters
for Romanian forensic officers. His name is Romica
Potorac, and nowadays he is a Police Quaestor and
the Director of the National Institute of Forensics.

Nothing happened overnight. It took three
years to transform those rooms. from the ground
up into laboratories, because everything had to be
designed and built to the strictest standards, from
the air circulation to the routing of the samples.
From the outset, the laboratory was designed as a
complete system according to the forensic biology
standards of international bodies ‘We started from
scratch. Together with foreign experts we designed
the entire laboratory, from the first to the last piece
of equipment, says Romica Potorac, Director of the
National Institute of Forensics, with great modesty.
It has been 25 years since he first stepped through the
doors of the Institute to submit his CV. The Deputy
Director at the time called him as soon as he read it,
and within a week they were sketching together the
requirements for the forensic genetics laboratory. It’s
a dream that came true 22 years ago.

T still hold on to the first DNA extracted in the
laboratory. It was something completely new for
Romania. I remember that the genetic profile was
extracted from evidence from a murder case. Forensic
genetics had fabulous potential to support criminal
investigations. An integration firm in Austria helped
us build everything according to the manual. All the
forensic officers doing the on-the-scene research were
taught new techniques to take samples in a unique
way to harness the genetic potential. Procedures were
created and work was done following the protocol,
because everything was laborious. 22 years ago, at the
Biology Service, as it was called back then, the samples
were processed manually. There were no automated
workflows like today. It was a lot of work, we all had a
huge desire to get to the end point, to find an identity.
Two or even three days of work were needed to extract
DNA; says the Director of the National Institute of
Forensics, Police Quaestor Romica Potorac.

There were many hours of passionate work. The
expert in white lab coat would go home late in the
afternoon, because the workflow was manual. He
would do a bit of his family chores, and return to
the lab in the evening, where he would stay long
after midnight. And so the days went by. It was an
exhausting pace, perhaps, but the results made all
the hard work worthwhile. Their passion for the
laboratory brought them incomparable professional
rewards. Their contribution was the piece de résis-
tance in the overall effort to identify criminals
and bring them to justice. A decisive role, indeed,
regardless of the times or the cases. Today it may
be technologically easier to get the result. However,
none of it would be possible without the persistent
effort to technologically upgrade the Institute and

inspire people with a way of working that enables
them to love where they are and what they do.
This is the only way to build in a performing and
sustainable manner. Therefore, what matters is the
atmosphere created by the trust given to colleagues
by a leader who understands that, through his or her
role, a team can be stronger and more valuable.

Construction of the first forensic genetics
laboratory, 2000

The story of Romica Potorac, the expert, is cer-
tainly much broader, but his modesty refrains him
from talking about his achievements. One can
immediately notice that his military discipline has
elegantly dressed his character. He has the patience of
a scientist, but also the calmness of vast experience.
He inspires the peace of mind that comes from the
feeling that he is the specialist who knows that he has
always carried out his mission with responsibility
and passion. Although he has nothing else to prove
to anyone, the specialist in molecular biology, in
organic chemistry and in people leads the Institute
in large-scale projects, with direct effects on the
work of all forensic officers across the country, as
well as in the field of applied scientific research. In
this respect, it is worth mentioning, in addition to
the exchange of biometric data with EU Member
States, the exchange of dactyloscopic data with the
FBI and the UK.

Allow ideas to grow’

It was a February afternoon when I arrived at the
headquarters of the National Institute of Forensics.
The door of the Director’s office opens frequently.
Colleagues from different departments come in
with problems to be solved. Theres a lot of work
to be done, but it’s easy to see that people are in a
great mood. ‘Weve started the day motivating each
other. Each one of us is responsible for a little bit of
each others wellbeing’ says Chief Commissioner
Mugurel Dogaru, head of the Forensic Identification

Dincolo de cauzele penale solutionate si prin
aportul expertilor INC, Institutul are o contributie,
putin cunoscuta, dar semnificativd, in includerea
Romaniei in programul Visa Waiver si in aplicarea
acquis-ului Schengen, care ne-a permis aderarea
totala.

Chiar dacd termenele au fost stricte, nu
am simtit presiunea. lar asta cred cd i se datoreazd si
domnului director.

At the National Institute of
Forensics, there is actually a procedure designed
to help colleagues around the country. In this way,
the central unit reassures them that they are doing
what they do well and boosts their self-confidence.
The Institute has four forensic genetics laboratories
across the country and two more are in the pipeline.
‘We have a lot of work to do, but it’s the atmosphere
that counts. How could you live if you stay tense? We
have to be a team, first of all, says the Director of the
National Institute of Forensics. His Deputy Director,
Alexandru Porosanu, who is a forensics officer, adds:
‘Do you know what Mr. Potorac is not? He is not that
oak tree in whose shade nothing grows. We come here
and allow ideas to grow. You outdo yourself when
initiative is encouraged. I learned from Mr. Potorac to
give people confidence.’

‘We have a lot of work to do, but it’s the atmosphere
in which we work that counts. If you were stressed at
work, how could you do your job? How could you go
home without frustrations to take into your personal
life? First of all, we have to be a team, in which
satisfaction is evenly distributed among the people
who make it up. At the same time, we should empower
each other, says the Director of the National Institute
of Forensics. His Deputy Director, forensics officer
Alexandru Porosanu, almost instantly adds: ‘Do you
know what Mr. Potorac is not? He is not that oak
tree in whose shade nothing grows. We come here
and allow ideas to grow. You outdo yourself when
initiative is encouraged. I learned from Mr. Potorac
to give people confidence’

The National Institute of Forensics’s
role in Visa Waiver success

and Schengen accession

Beyond the criminal cases solved also thanks
to the input of the Institute’s experts, there is also
another contribution that should be mentioned.
The Institute has a little known but significant role
in Romania’s inclusion in the Visa Waiver program
and in the application of the Schengen acquis, which
allowed Romania full Schengen membership.

‘We modernized the Automated Fingerprint Iden-
tification System (AFIS) within an extremely strict
timetable. With a small team and short deadlines, we

managed to create an interface for the Visa Waiver
Program and an interface for forensic identifications
in the Schengen Area in the database of fingerprints
and papilar prints. Basically, we had to calibrate the
computer system to allow checks according to the way
the applicant transmits the information. Checks are
done on the basis of fingerprints because they remain
uniform and provide a lot of information at low cost.
Unlike names for example, fingerprints cannot be
changed. Anyone can legally change their identity
with a new passport, but never their fingerprints.
Dedicated and committed colleagues understood how
important our role is. Even though the deadlines were
tight, I didn’t feel the pressure. And I think that’s also
due to Mr. Director. He knows how to filter what is
useful to us’ says Chief Commissioner Mugurel
Dogaru, head of the Forensic Identification Service.

When you have a small team and big tasks,
motivating human resources is essential to progress,
confidence and self-esteem. The National Institute
of Forensics has managed to synchronize perfectly
with the other authorities involved in the accession
processes. Consequently, Romania is today a full
member, both in the Visa Waiver Program and in
the Schengen Area.

INTERNATIONAL POLICE COOPERATION

PARTNERSHIP FOR A SAFER WORLD

When you work in a large team, good things
happen all the time. Incredible efforts are almost
invisible, and many times, that is how they
should remain. Only results should be known.
The path to them is unveiled only to them—the
police personnel of all nationalities, united in
cooperation alliances stronger than ever.

Each time, the story begins with a notification, an
alert or a note the color of which defines the type of
emergency. It may be day or night, alegal holiday ora
blockage generated by extreme weather. The activity
of the International Police Cooperation Center
(C.C.P1.) is not bound by time or other conditions.
Since it brings together several cooperation channels,
there are two dispatches which receive non-stop
alerts: a missing or kidnapped child, human
trafficking victims, people in danger, internationally
wanted, high - value goods sought for on a global
scale etc.

Lives in danger represent priorities, and in this
new, digital world, where the virtual space takes up
much of our time, it is not a movie script the case in
which an alert transmitted from a remote country
reveals a desperate situation, consumed, however,
silently, on the internet. The following example
shows that, without the cooperation of the police
personnel, the evil would be much harder to stop.
The case, by no means unique, presents a Romanian
teenager who had announced, through an online
activity, a desperate gesture. He was in an apartment
in Romania together with his parents, who were not
aware of what was happening. Following the alert
coming from abroad, the Romanian police went

to his home, accompanied by social workers and a
psychologist, and the macabre plan was stopped in
time.

Many other examples of cooperation can
prove the power of partnership, translated into the
exchange of data and information, joint operational
actions, but also in the exchange of knowledge,
expertise and best practices. Today, combating
criminal threats would be unimaginable without
direct, total, borderless and unreserved international
cooperation in providing mutual support. Last year
alone, there were over 380,000 messages/requests
for assistance, transmitted via secured networks.

Any case with an international component
benefits from the activity of the International Police
Cooperation Center. Also, in one single minute,
four different countries may happen to transmit
emergencies or alerts. The exemplary outreach of
the police staff within the C.C.PI. shows that they
are front-line specialists, that they understand the
importance and consequences of their actions very
well. We may as well receive information of a person
who, after having been sought in Romania for a long
time, all over the globe, was caught, and we only have
a few hours to provide all the legal documents, so that
the respective country can make a decision. Otherwise,
the person is set free. The police personnel here keep
in touch with the prosecutor’s offices, with the courts,
and depending on the cooperation channel, they talk
directly with their foreign counterparts” - states the
director of the International Police Cooperation
Center, police chief superintendent Valentin Epure.

In a world where challenges are becoming more
demanding, missions continue beyond land borders
with the help of our partners. We receive and provide
support, for full cooperation, and the exchange
of data and information is essential. The annual
evaluation of the activities for 2024 shows that the

police personnel within the INTERPOL National
Bureau performed almost 72 million searches in
the databases of the international organizations, in
order to be able to respond to applications coming
both from the Romanians colleagues, as well as from
foreign partners. Over the last year, more than 260
individuals internationally wanted by the Romanian
authorities were arrested/located in countries outside
the Schengen area, for handing over/extradition.

Over the last year, in the European Union, but
also in Schengen, almost 1,250 wanted persons
were arrested pursuant to European arrest warrants
issued by our country. Also, almost 1,400 persons,
also wanted as per European arrest warrants were
captured in Romania. In 2024, 1,052 persons were
brought into the country. Also, almost 30 operations/
actions were carried out through the INTERPOL
National Bureau and the EUROPOL National Unit.

“We have extraordinary cooperation mechanisms
and I am certain that they will experience spectacular
developments. In the European Union, for example, a
case management system is already being tested, which
will allow direct cooperation between police units
located in different states. Currently, communication
is done through the International Police Cooperation
Center.

In our most complex and dynamic mission,
united forces are needed to ensure the most precious
thing: the safety and security of children! The
missions of all Romanian police officers, involved
in public order activities and maintaining school
safety, represent an expression of our commitment:
to build a harmonious environment for children’s
growth, so that their development is not undermined
by dangers.

Day by day, we stand with families, local and
central authorities, schools and the civil society, to
face challenges and take part in the common effort
to save and protect children from danger.

The 2024 activity reports state that in the area
adjacent to pre-university education units, an
average of 3,600 law enforcement officers (police,
gendarmerie, local police) carried out daily activities
in the field of road and public safety. _
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“Created in 2020, the School Safety Directorate is
the police structure closest to the school environment,
both at central and territorial level. Specialized
police officers are constantly striving to keep in touch
with the public in order to create a safe and friendly
environment by providing adequate information and
support according to each situation” - reports the
director of the School Safety Directorate, Chief Police
Commissioner Alexandru-Ionut Leutu-Cotroceanu.

ACTIONS OF THE SCHOOL SAFETY
DIRECTORATE

33,388 actions of the Romanian Police took
place in 2024, such as:

* 6,282 for the prevention

and fight against juvenile delinquency;

« 3,331 for the prevention and fight against the

consumption of prohibited substances;

« 2,021 for the prevention of the unauthorized

possession of dangerous objects;

« 15,835 in the road sector;

The approach of the police officers was
enthusiastically received by students, who wanted
to find out directly from the law enforcement
officers about the legal consequences of anti-social
behaviour. Thus, last year, school safety structures
carried out almost 40% more information and
prevention activities than in 2023.

Across the country, the Romanian Police orga-
nized almost 90,000 awareness and prevention
activities during school hours, in which 2,500,000
students took part. During those meetings, legal
topics were addressed, such as:

e prevention of violent crimes;

e drug prevention;

e bullying and cyberbullying;

e road safety;

e illegal possession of dangerous objects;

Furthermore, almost 30,000 activities were
carried out in order to train teachers on school
violence, as well as parents on the legal regulations in
force. Also, there were organized thematic working
groups with the representatives of educational insti-
tutions.

Sociological study on safety in the national

pre-university educational system

In order to implement the national plan to
combat school violence, a study was conducted to
gauge the opinion of the main educational actors in
the school environment (both physical and online),
to estimate the incidence of violent acts in schools
and to identify information gaps and the best ways
of intervention, in order to prevent and combat

school violence.
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Main conclusions

94% of teachers, 86% of parents and 85% of
students consider, to a large extent, that school is a
safe environment;

Over 96% of teachers stated that the police
are the main partner of schools in preventing and
combating violence;

75% of students claimed that violence prevention
activities were carried out by police officers in their
school;

Approximately 4% of students state that drug
and alcohol consumption is frequently encountered
behavior in their school;

Physical aggression was reported by 16% of
students.

YOUR VOICE IS THE SOLUTION

Each project developed by the School Safety
Directorate is intended to reach as many people as
possible, whether we are talking about students,
parents or teachers. The Ministry of Internal Affairs,
through the Romanian Police, has started - together
with representatives of teachers and students - the
project “Your Voice is the Solution”. Each of us can
do something for those who cannot ask for help

themselves or who do not realize that they need it.
However, there is always a way to find the right path.
When all seems lost, a voice saves!

As part of this campaign, 3 audio-video mate-
rials and one audio material were produced and
broadcast on television and radio stations, with
national and local coverage, and were also promoted
through OutDoor materials, in public transport.

The message was also supported on social
networks by several personalities. As part of this
campaign, activities were carried out in over 1,700
educational institutions. The campaign slogan also
became the theme of a national virtual creation
contest. Students in grades VI-VII and IX-XI
produced materials with the themes of preventing
and combating school violence, as well as trafficking
and consumption of prohibited substances.

Directia de Ordine Publica este structura de
specialitate care coordoneazd, indruma, evalueaza
si controleaza activitdtile ce revin Politiei Romane,
pentru mentinerea ordinii publice pe teritoriul na-
tional, in vederea prevenirii si combaterii infractiu-
nilor si faptelor contraventionale din competenta,
asigurand, totodatd, controlul sistemelor de secu-
ritate private.

Coordonarea misiunilor de mentinere a ordinii
publice si a domeniului violentei domestice au fost
o prioritate de actiune si in anul 2024, in activitatea
derulata de specialistii Directiei de Ordine Publica.

In urma analizelor efectuate pentru imbuni-
tatirea activitdtii, s-a conturat necesitatea aprofun-
darii si exercitdrii unui rol tot mai activ al Directiei de
Ordine Publica, ca unitate centrala cu atribut prin-
cipal de reglementare si emitent de politici general
aplicabile domeniului, dar mai ales ca structura cu
rol pregnant executiv, in principal, in privinta laturii
de instruire de specialitate si sprijinire directa, cu
resurse, pentru implementarea fara sincope si rapida
anoilor concepte, instrumente juridice si tehnice, ori
a unor modele organizatorice si functionale perfor-
mante.

In acelasi timp, specialistii directiei au constituit
un alt pol major in procesul de alocare a resurselor,
pentru multitudinea activitatilor proactive derulate,
de monitorizare a modului de organizare si desfa-

surare a activitatilor specifice la nivel national, si
au dispus masuri de remediere imediata a disfunc-
tionalitatilor.

In acest context, prin activitati specifice de indru-
mare, monitorizare, sprijin si control, dar si prin
efectuarea de deplasari efective la 35 de inspectorate
judetene de politie si in municipiul Bucuresti, s-au
uniformizat practicile profesionale, la un nivel
superior anului precedent.

De asemenea, in anul 2024, Sistemul Informatic
de Monitorizare Electronicd s-a operationalizat in
toatd tara, fiind implementate masurile de protectie
a victimelor violentei domestice, care au fost gestio-
nate in conditii optime, fira a exista deficiente in
ceea ce priveste operationalizarea acestuia.

Pentru gestionarea cazurilor de violenta domes-
ticd, in cursul anului 2024, la nivel national, politistii
au intervenit la 132.414 sesizari si au emis 13.274 de
ordine de protectie provizorii, 12.136 dintre acestea
fiind confirmate de procurori, insemnind un
procent de 91,4%, aspect care evidentiaza legalitatea
si temeinicia actelor intocmite de politisti.

In ceea ce priveste criminalitatea stradald, in
care sunt implicati activ politistii de ordine publica,
pentru prevenirea si combaterea acesteia, in anul
2024, Politia Romand a fost sesizata cu privire la
66.833 de infractiuni, acestea inregistrand o scadere
cu 662 de infractiuni, fatd de cele inregistrate in anul
2023. Dintre acestea, 1.282 de infractiuni au fost
comise cu violentd, reprezentand 2% din total, fiind
in scadere cu 336 de infractiuni (-21%), fatd de cele
inregistrate in anul precedent.

Ca urmare a activitatilor specifice derulate in
domeniul protectiei fondului forestier, in anul 2024
au fost inregistrate 9.538 de dosare penale, pentru
savarsirea unor infractiuni prevazute si pedepsite de
Legea nr. 46/2008 privind Codul Silvic, politistii de
ordine publica efectuand 41.195 de controale, 4.723
dintre acestea fiind desfasurate in fondul forestier,

PUBLIC ORDER DIRECTORATE - AN IMPORTANT
ROMANIAN POLICE STRUCTURE

The Public Order Directorate is a specialized
structure which coordinates, guides, evaluates and
controls the activities of the Romanian Police, in
order to maintain public order on the national
territory, to prevent and combat crimes and
misdemeanors under its competence, while also
ensuring the control of private security systems.

The coordination of missions to maintain public
order and in the field of domestic violence has been
an action priority in the work of the Public Order
Directorate’s specialists in 2024 as well.

Following the analyses carried out for the
improvement of the activity, the need outlined was
to deepen and exercise an increasingly active role of
the Public Order Directorate, as a central unit with
the main attribute of regulating and issuing policies
general applicable to the field, but especially as a
structure with a strong executive role, mainly in
terms of specialized training and direct support, with
resources, for the smooth and rapid implementation
of new concepts, legal and technical instruments or
of efficient organizational and functional models.

At the same time, the Directorate’s specialists
represented another pillar in the process of resource
allocation, for the multitude of proactive activities
carried out - monitoring the organization and con-
duct of specific activities at national level. They have
ordered immediate remedial measures to address
the malfunctions.

In this context, through specific activities of
guidance, monitoring, support and control, as
well as by carrying out effective visits to 35 county
police inspectorates and in Bucharest, professional
practices were standardized at a higher level than
the previous year.

Also,in2024, the Electronic Monitoring Informa-
tion System was operationalized throughout the
country, and measures for the protection of victims of
domestic violence were implemented and managed
in optimal conditions, with no shortcomings in its
operationalization.

For the management of domestic violence
cases, during 2024, police officers intervened at the
national level in 132,414 referrals and issued 13,274
provisional protection orders. 12,136 of these were
confirmed by prosecutors, representing a percentage

of 91.4%, which highlights the legality and validity
of the police interventions.
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In terms of street crime, important field for
public order police officers who are actively
involved in order to prevent and combat it, in
2024, the Romanian Police was notified regarding
66,833 offenses, which indicates a decrease of 662
offenses compared to 2023. 1,282 of these crimes
were committed with violence, representing 2% of
the total, indicating a decrease of 336 crimes (-21%)
compared to the previous year.

As a result of the specific activities carried out in
the field of forestry fund protection, 9,538 criminal
cases were registered in 2024 for the commission
of offenses stipulated in and punishable by Law
no. 46/2008 on the Forest Code and public order
police officers carried out 41,195 checks. 4.723 of
these were carried out in the forestry fund, 1,307 in
the forest vegetation outside it, 2,651 to verify the
legality of processing, storage and valorization of
timber, 30,854 to verify the legality of transportation
of timber and another 1,660 checks in this field.

Also, in the same context of forestland protection,
public order police officers carried out 1,433 checks
atlogging areas, 648 at round wood cutting facilities,
1,660 at timber warehouses, 881 at fairs and markets,
366 checks at forestry divisions. They also carried
out checks on the transportation of wood materials
in 55,642 vehicles.
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efectuat 1.433 de verificari la exploatdri forestiere,
648 la instalatii de debitat lemn rotund, 1.660 la
depozite de material lemnos, 881 in targuri, piete,
oboare, 366 de controale la ocoale silvice si au
efectuat verificari privind transportul materialelor
lemnoase la 55.642 de vehicule.

Analizele structurilor de ordine publica specia-
lizate au stabilit faptul ca, principale cauze ale
comiterii infractiunilor de braconaj piscicol si ale
faptelor ilicite asociate sunt tendinta de obtinere
imediata de venituri ilegale sau necuvenite, nivelul
scazut al veniturilor locuitorilor din unele zone si

lipsa unor surse alternative de venit.

Ca urmare a celor 6.006 controale efectuate in
anul 2024, pentru verificarea circulatiei, depozitarii,
prelucrdrii si comercializarii pestelui, produselor
din peste si a altor vietuitoare acvatice obtinute din
pescuit si/sau acvacultura, politistii de ordine publica
au confiscat aproape 27 de tone de peste si aproape
6.700 de unelte de pescuit si au indisponibilizat 26
de autovehicule, 50 de ambarcatiuni, 16 motoare si 9
rezervoare de ambarcatiuni.

Controalele specifice au fost efectuate la 10.435
de obiective, insemnand depozite, pescarii, puncte
de debarcare, centre de primd vanzare, amenajari
piscicole, precum si prin verificari ale 405 ambarca-
tiuni, 18 nave si 7.894 de autovehicule.

In order to counteract illegal activities in the
fishing sector, given the extent of this phenomenon,
the specialists of the Public Order Directorate carried
out specific analyses and ordered the intensification
and continuous diversification of actions at national
level to combat fish poaching, especially in counties
with a high risk of crime, where the proportion of
the water surface area is very large.

The analyses of specialized public order structu-
res have established that the main causes of fish
poaching offences and related illegal acts are the
tendency to immediately obtain illegal or undue
income, the low income level of inhabitants in some
areas and the lack of alternative sources of income.

As a result of the 6,006 checks carried out in
2024 to verify the transport, storage, processing and
marketing of fish, fish products and other aquatic
products obtained from fishing and/or aquaculture,
public order officers seized almost 27 tons of fish
and almost 6,700 fishing gears and froze 26 motor
vehicles, 50 boats, 16 engines and 9 boat tanks.

Targeted checks were carried out at 10,435
targets, i.e. warehouses, fisheries, disembarkation
points, first sale centers, fish farms, as well as checks
of 405 boats, 18 vessels and 7,894 motor vehicles.

“This year too, the general action objectives of
the specialists of the Public Order Directorate are to
increase the safety of citizens in the street segment,
to ensure a safe environment in the pre-university
and university premises and the area adjacent to

these educational establishments, to get to know the
population through specific neighborhood police
activities, to increase the quality of intervention in
events reported by citizens, preventing and combating
crime in the field of domestic violence and electronic
monitoring, acts that damage the forest fund and fish
stocks, as well as ensuring compliance with the law
in the field of private security systems’, stated Police
Chief Commissioner Marijus Mihai, Director of the
Public Order Directorate of the General Inspectorate
of Romanian Police.
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Criminalitatea economica,

Criminalitatea ,gulerelor albe’, asa cum era
cunoscutd infractionalitatea conexd mediului de
afaceri, a evaziunii fiscale, contrabandei, coruptiei,
contrafacerii de marfuri s-a schimbat la fata mult in
ultimii ani.
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Intrarea in circuitul banilor a fondurilor euro-

Prin
intermediul tranzactiilor criptografice, al sistemelor
financiare descentralizate si al platformelor digitale
anonime, infractorii au dezvoltat noi metode de a
evita identificarea si urmarirea de catre autoritati.

Intr-o relatie directi de cauzalitate, specialistii
structurilor de combatere a acestui tip de infractiuni
au trecut, la randul lor, printr-un proces continuu de
specializare, dublat de un program de modernizare a
mijloacelor tehnice si informatice care sd le permita o
depistare cat mai rapida si o destructurare ulterioard
a acestor retele infractionale.

Asadar, obiectivul principal al acestor structuri
de investigare a criminalitatii economice este acum
mai vast si mai complex, cuprinzand asigurarea

climatului de legalitate a mediului de afaceri, prin
combaterea evaziunii fiscale, contrabandei, corup-
tiei, contrafacerii de marfuri, a infractiunilor din
domeniul achizitiilor publice, precum si prin pro-
tectia intereselor financiare ale Uniunii Europene.

De aceea, Politia Roménd, prin Directia de
Investigare a Criminalitatii Economice, a continuat,
in cursul anului 2024, actiunile pentru prevenirea
si combaterea infractiunilor de naturd economico-
financiara si a celorlalte fapte de incélcare a legii
care afecteaza climatul economic din Romania si
drepturile fundamentale ale cetdtenilor.

Au fost elaborate strategii noi si au fost organizate
si derulate numeroase actiuni de combatere. In
aceastd perioadd, 10.462 de persoane au fost cer-
cetate pentru infractiuni economico-financiare,
pentru 658 dintre acestea fiind dispuse masuri pre-
ventive, valoarea mésurilor asigurdtorii aplicate si
a prejudiciilor recuperate de cétre politistii de in-
vestigare a criminalitdtii economice, fiind de aproape
1,34 miliarde de lei. Au fost efectuate peste 4.500
de perchezitii domiciliare, pentru administrarea
probatoriului in dosare penale si destructurarea
gruparilor infractionale.

Tot in cursul anului 2024, aproape 1.500 de
dosare penale au fost solutionate cu propuneri de
trimitere in judecatd, peste 1.100 de rechizitorii si
acorduri de recunoastere a vinovatiei fiind emise de
unitdtile de parchet. Valoarea prejudiciului asigurat
a fost de peste 390.000.000 de lei.

Combaterea contrabandei cu tigarete

Bilantul acestui an s-a axat pe doua infractiuni
foarte raspandite: contrabanda cu tigdri si infractiu-
nile din domeniul drepturilor de proprietate inte-
lectuala.

Contrabanda cu produse din tutun a reprezentat
si in anul 2024, pani la intrarea in zona Schengen,
principala activitate infractionala de la frontierele
Romaniei, astfel cd si activitatile desfasurate de Poli-
tia Roména pentru combaterea contrabandei din
acest domeniu au fost abordate prioritar. Au fost
dispuse masuri specifice cu caracter permanent
adaptate specificului fiecarei unitati administrative

Economic crime, from
strategy to annual report

White-collar crime, as crime related to business,
tax evasion, smuggling, corruption, counterfeiting
of goods used to be known, has changed a lot in
recent years.

The entry of European funds into the money flow
- a significant part of which enters the public funds
segmentand, from there, into the public procurement
segment, where they are ‘depersonalized’ and where
fraud can begin - has widened the possible scope of
action of criminals, but has also required an increase
in the level of specialization of the ‘white-collars,
due to the complexity of the verification and control
mechanisms of European bodies.

During this period, a significant issue has been
the use of advanced technologies to disguise illegal
activities. Through cryptographic transactions, de-
centralized financial systems and anonymous digital
platforms, criminals have developed new ways to
avoid identification and tracking by the authorities.

In a direct causal relationship, the specialists of
the structures responsible for combating this type
of crime have also undergone a continuous process
of specialization, coupled with a modernization
program of technical and IT resources to enable
them to detect and subsequently dismantle these
criminal networks as quickly as possible.

Therefore, the main objective of these economic
crime investigation structures is now broader and
more complex, ensuring a legal environment of
businesses by combating tax evasion, smuggling,
corruption, counterfeiting of goods, public procu-
rement offenses, as well as by protecting the financial
interests of the European Union.

This is why the Romanian Police, through the
Economic Crimes Investigation Directorate, conti-
nued during 2024, its actions to prevent and combat
economic and financial crimes and other breaches of
the law that affect the economic climate in Romania
and the fundamental rights of citizens.

New strategies were developed and numerous
counteractions were organized and carried out.
During this period, 10,462 persons were investigated
for economic-financial crimes, preventive measures

were ordered for 658 of them, the value of the
precautionary measures applied and the damages
recovered by the economic crime investigation
police officers amounting to almost 1.34 billion lei.
More than 4,500 house searches were carried out in
order to gather evidence in criminal cases and to
break up criminal groups.
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Also during 2024, almost 1,500 criminal cases
were solved with proposals for referral to court, and
more than 1,100 indictments and plea agreements
were issued by prosecution units. The amount of
damage insured was over 390,000,000 lei.

Combating cigarettes smuggling

This year’s report focused on two widespread
crimes: cigarettes smuggling and intellectual proper-
ty crimes.

The smuggling of tobacco products continued to
be the main criminal activity at Romania’s borders
in 2024, until the entry into the Schengen area, so
the activities carried out by the Romanian Police to
combat smuggling in this area were also prioritized.
Specific measures of a permanent nature, adapted
to the specificities of each territorial administrative
unit, were ordered in cooperation with the other
units and institutions with duties in the field.

Thus, during 2024, 487 criminal files were
registered at the level of the Romanian Police, in
which 711 persons are under investigation.

Prevenirea si combaterea evaziunii fiscale

Ca urmare a activitatilor efectuate, au fost apli-
cate 12.540 de amenzi si au fost indisponibilizate
bunuri in valoare de peste 111.000.000 de lei.

Politistii Directiei de Investigare a Criminalitatii
Economice din cadrul Inspectoratului General al
Politiei Romane au pus in executare cinci mandate
de perchezitie domiciliara in cadrul unor cercetéri
efectuate pentru savérsirea infractiunilor de insela-
ciune, fals in inscrisuri sub semnaturd privata si uz
de fals.

In perioada iulie - septembrie 2024, mai multe
persoane au decontat, ilegal, la un lant de magazine,
vouchere SGR (sistem de garantie/returnare pentru
ambalaje primare nereutilizabile) cu codificare uni-
ca. Voucherele au fost imitate prin multiplicare,
inducand in eroare casierii magazinelor in cauza,

prezentand elemente identice de identificare cu cele
originale, pentru obtinerea frauduloasa a unor de
sume de bani.

Pentru o mai buna intelegere, valoarea garantiei
este returnata consumatorilor sau utilizatorilor finali
printr-un voucher pe care acestia, in cadrul aceluiasi
comerciant care opereaza echipamentul automat de
preluare, il pot preschimba in numerar sau il pot
utiliza la efectuarea cumparaturilor.

Prejudiciul reclamat de catre agentul economic
care a decontat voucherele falsificate a fost de apro-
ximativ 300.000 de lei.

Intr-un alt caz, politistii Serviciului de Investi-
gare a Criminalitatii Economice din cadrul Inspec-
toratului de Politie Judetean Brasov au efectuat noua
perchezitii domiciliare si au executat doud ordo-
nante de ridicare de inscrisuri in judetul Brasov,
pentru probarea unor infractiuni de evaziune fiscala
si delapidare cu consecinte deosebit de grave.

Actiunile au avut ca scop descoperirea siridicarea
de probe din evidenta contabild si din medii de
stocare conexe activitatii unei persoane juridice care,
in perioada 2018 - 2024, a inregistrat in contabilitate
cheltuieli ca achizitii fictive de bunuri si prestari de
servicii de consultanta sau de marketing in legatura
cu comercializarea de utilaje forestiere sau pentru
prelucrarea lemnului. Prejudiciul bugetului de stat a
fost de aproximativ 4.000.000 de lei.

Conducerea firmei si-a insusit ilegal, din patri-
moniul societatii, aproximativ 19.000.000 de lei,
platile aferente achizitiilor fictive, respectiv plata
mai multor contracte de sponsorizare incheiate cu o
asociatie controlatd de persoane din anturaj.

In urma efectudrii perchezitiilor, au fost ridicate
mai multe medii de stocare si documente financiar-
contabile. In cursul zilei de 26 septembrie 2024,
pentru cinci persoane s-a dispus efectuarea in conti-
nuare a urmadririi penale.

Protecting intellectual property rights

The value of goods seized in this area for
the application of legal measures amounted to
45,364,514 lei, the highest values being recorded in
the segment of textile products, of over 28,000,000
lei and in cosmetics, worth over 7,125,000 lei.

Preventing and combating tax evasion

In this case as well, the value of the precautionary
measures applied and the damages recovered by the
economic crime investigation police officers was
high, almost 295,000,000 lei.

Asaresult oftheactivities carried out, 12,540 fines
were imposed and assets worth over 111,000,000 lei
were seized.

Here are some significant examples of the work
of the investigative teams:

Officers of the Economic Crimes Investigation
Directorate of the General Inspectorate of Romanian
Police executed five house search warrants in the
context of investigations into the offenses of fraud,
forgery of privately signed documents and use of
forged documents.

Between July and September 2024, several
persons illegally reimbursed SGR (system of gua-
rantee-return for non-reusable primary packaging)
vouchers with unique coding at a chain store.
The vouchers were imitated by multiplication,
misleading the cashiers of these stores, presenting
identification elements identical to the originals, in
order to fraudulently obtain sums of money.

For a better understanding, the value of the
guarantee is returned to consumers or end-users in

the form of a voucher which they can exchange for
cash or use to make purchases in the same store that
operates the automatic take-over equipment.

The damage claimed by the economic agent who
cashed out the counterfeit vouchers amounted to
around 300,000 lei.

In another case, officers from the Economic
Crimes Investigation Service of the Brasov County
Police Inspectorate carried out nine house searches
and executed two orders of seizure of documents in
Brasov County, in order to prove tax evasion and
embezzlement with extremely serious consequences.

The actions were aimed at discovering and
collecting evidence from the accounting records
and storage media related to the activity of a legal
entity that, between 2018 and 2024, recorded in its
accounting records expenses as fictitious purchases
of goods and provision of consulting or marketing
services in connection with the commercialization of
forestry or wood processing machinery. The damage
to the state budget amounted to approximately
4,000,000 lei.

The company’s management illegally appro-
priated approximately 19,000,000 lei from the
company’s assets, payments related to fictitious
purchases, i.e. the payment of several sponsorship
contracts concluded with an association controlled
by persons in the company’s entourage.

Following the searches, several storage media
and financial-accounting documents were seized.
As a result of the evidence, on September 26, 2024,
further criminal proceedings were ordered for five
persons.

It should be noted that the action was supported
by the Brasov Municipal Police, the Criminal Inves-
tigation Service and the Brasov Special Actions
Service.

AMPLA OPERATIUNE
LA NIVEL EUROPEAN

Politia Roména a condus si o operatiune, la
nivel european, pentru prevenirea si combaterea
traficului cu arme, in special a celor de alarmare si
semnalizare, care se pot modifica in arme letale. In
total, au fost indisponibilizate 1.388 de arme detinute
ilegal. Operatiunea s-a desfasurat sub coordonarea
Europol, in colaborare cu Comisia Europeana, si a
implicat autoritatile de aplicare a legii din 16 state
partenere.
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De asemenea, Politia Romand, prin structurile
de arme, explozivi si substante periculoase, a pus in
executare 556 de mandate de perchezitie domiciliara,
fiind indisponibilizate 800 de arme neletale supuse
autorizarii, dintre care 75 de pistoale cu gaze, avand
destinatia autoapérare, si 57.520 de elemente de
munitie letala si neletala, de diferite calibre, detinute
ilegal.

Armele care folosesc cartuse cu gaze sunt frecvent
folosite de catre persoanele implicate in activitati
infractionale, intrucit pot fi usor de procurat si
convertit in arme letale.

OVER 3,300 FIREARMS
SEIZED BY POLICE
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The Romanian Police, through the Directorate
for Weapons, Explosives, and Hazardous Substan-
ces, carried out operations to identify individuals
illegally possessing firearms and to prevent and
combat poaching.

In 2024, specialized firearms officers removed
3,390 firearms from illegal circulation and seized
288,695 rounds of ammunition of various calibers,
10 tons of game meat, approximately 37 kilograms
of civilian-use explosives, and over 110 tons of
pyrotechnic articles.

Large-Scale Firearms and Organized

Crime Operation

On November 4, 2024, officers from the Directo-
rate for Weapons, Explosives, and Hazardous
Substances, within the General Inspectorate of the
Romanian Police, alongside prosecutors from the
Directorate for Investigating Organized Crime and
Terrorism (DIICOT) - Ploiesti Territorial Service,
conducted 131 house searches. The operation tar-
geted offenses related to organized crime, violations
of weapons and ammunition regulations, aggravated
smuggling, and drug trafficking. Investigations
revealed that in September 2023, a foreign national
of Turkish origin initiated and established an orga-
nized crime group with several Romanian nationals.
The group specialized in acquiring and selling
lethal firearms without identification markings or
distinguishing features, assembled from components
produced by various manufacturers in Turkey.

These types of weapons, known as “Ghost Guns,”
are intended for criminal use, as they cannot be
legally owned in any European country.

European-Wide Operation Against
Firearms Trafficking

The Romanian Police led a European-level
operation to prevent and combat arms trafficking,
particularly targeting alarm and signaling weapons
that can be converted into lethal firearms. A total

of 1,388 illegally owned weapons were seized.
The operation under Europols supervision, in
collaboration with the European Commission and
law enforcement authorities from 16 partner states.

The Romanian Police, through its Weapons,
Explosives, and Hazardous Substances units, carried
out 556 house search warrants, leading to the seizure
of 800 unauthorized non-lethal firearms, including
75 gas pistols intended for self-defense, as well as
57,520 rounds of lethal and non-lethal ammunition
of various calibers.

Gas cartridge firearms have become a preferred
weapon among criminals due to their easy procu-
rement and potential for conversion into lethal
weapons.




20 DE ANI DE ANALIZA A INFORMATIILOR

Intr-o lume hiperconectati, in care informatiile
se succed ametitor, nevoia de cunoastere este tot
mai strigentd. Volumele masive de date nu conduc
automat la rezolvarea unui caz. Vor oferi un avantaj
doar atunci cand sunt verificate, corelate, interpretate
si analizate la adevaratul potential. Altfel spus, atunci
cand intra in procesul de analiza. Extragerea datelor
relevante si sistematizarea lor va crea semnificatie,
ceea ce conduce la cunoastere. Cu gandirea sa cri-
tica, la finalul intregului proces, analistul va putea
emite o ipoteza, concluzie, estimare sau predictie.
Iar produsul sdu va da valoare nu doar unitatii din
care face parte, ci intregii institutii, pentru cd ana-
liza de informatii este ca o carte de vizitd pentru o
organizatie din domeniul sistemului de aparare,
ordine publica si securitate nationala.

Unitatea Centrala de Analiza a Informatiilor,
nucleul analizei informatiei in Politia Roména, are o
istorie deja de 20 de ani. In cele doud decenii, de la in-
fiintare si pana in prezent, analistul de informatii si-a
castigat un rol central. Desi putin cunoscut, el oferd
valoare informatiei prin procedeele sale analitice si
reuseste sa eficientizeze activitatea pe toate palierele,
atat in cadrul investigatiilor, al anchetelor penale,
al cooperarii politienesti, interinstitutionale, cat si
la nivel de management. Nicio decizie importantd
nu va fi luatd si nicio anchetd penald de amploare
nu va fi finalizatd fird a exista mdcar un produs
analitic!

Ultimul bilant al principalelor activitati si rezul-
tate obtinute la nivelul structurilor de analiza a infor-
matiilor arata cd, in anul 2024, au fost realizate peste
275.000 de produse de suport si de produse analitice
de suport. De asemenea, analistii de informatii din

cadrul Politiei Roméne au diseminat aproape 12.000
de produse analitice (analize din surse deschise,
analize tactice, analize operationale, analize de risc,
analize multi-sursa, precum si analize strategice).

»Nu este o misiune usoard. Sunt volume mari de
date pe care beneficiarii ni le pun la dispozitie, pentru
a crea produse relevante in eficientizarea activitd-
tilor acestora.

Politisti din
toate statele comunitare si-au prezentat cele mai
bune rezultate in domeniul analizei informatiilor,
in plan operational si strategic. Politistul din cadrul
U.C.A.L - Biroul de Analiza a Informatiilor Buzau
- a fost remarcat pentru 12 materiale analitice
complexe, in urma cdrora a fost destructurat un grup
infractional organizat, specializat in infractiuni de
trafic de persoane, savarsite pe teritoriile Roméaniei,
Marii Britanii si Irlandei.

20 YEARS OF INTELLIGENCE ANALYSIS

In a hyper-connected world where information
flows at a dizzying pace, the need for knowledge
is more pressing than ever. Massive volumes of
data do not automatically lead to solving a case.
They will provide an advantage only when verified,
correlated, interpreted, and analyzed to their full
potential. In other words, when they undergo the
analytical process. Extracting relevant data and
systematizing them create meaning, which leads to
knowledge. With critical thinking, at the end of the
entire process, the analyst will be able to formulate
a hypothesis, conclusion, projection, or prediction.
And their work will add value not only to the unit
they are part of, but to the entire institution, as
intelligence analysis serves as a business card for
an organization in the defence, public order, and
national security system.

The Central Unit for Intelligence Analysis,
the core of information analysis in the Romanian
Police, has a history of already 20 years. Over
the past two decades, from its establishment to
the present, the intelligence analyst has earned a
central role. Although little known, they add value
to information through analytical processes and
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succeed in optimizing operations at all levels—
whether in investigations, criminal inquiries, police
and inter-institutional cooperation, or even at
management level. No major decision will be made,
and no large-scale criminal investigation will be
concluded without at least one analytical product.

The latest report on the main activities and
results achieved by intelligence analysis structures
shows that in 2024, over 275,000 support products
and analytical support products were produced.
Additionally, intelligence analysts within the Roma-
nian Police disseminated nearly 12,000 analytical
products, including open-source analyses, tactical
analyses, operational analyses, risk analyses, multi-
source analyses, and strategic analyses.

“It is not an easy mission. There are big volumes
of data that beneficiaries make available to us, in
order to create relevant products in streamlining
their activities. At the same time, from the data sets
and information that the Romanian Police manages,
complex analyses can be created on specific elements,
for example on criminal phenomena or trends. Our
role is to carry out an efficient work” - states the
director of the Central Unit for Intelligence Analysis,
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In acest domeniu, abilititile si capacitatile teh-
nice conteazd la fel de mult precum rabdarea,
flerul si intuitia politistului.

Police super-
intendent Vlad Olaru was designated by EUROPOL,
the European Union Agency for Law Enforcement,
as the “operational intelligence analyst in 2024”. The
prestigious award comes as a recognition of the
extraordinary work in a field vital for the success
in combating crime. Police personnel from all EU
states presented their best results in the field of
information analysis, both operationally as well as
strategically. The police officer from U.C.A.I.- Buzdu
Intelligence Analysis Office - was distinguished for
12 complex analytical materials, as a result of which
an organized criminal group specialized in human
trafficking offences, committed on the territories of
Romania, Great Britain and Ireland, was dismantled.
In this field, technical skills and capabilities
matter just as much as a police officer’s patience,
instinct, and intuition. Modern technology will
always be an asset, but beyond technology lies the
analyst’s ability to see what is not clearly defined, to
open new hypotheses, and to connect different points
along a path that shapes the way to the judicial truth.
“We try to be as close as possible to the needs of
the beneficiary and, whenever possible, there are
work meetings, operational sessions in which the
intelligence analyst is present together with the case
officer or prosecutor in order to get familiar with the
investigative needs very clearly and concretely. With
their special skills, the intelligence analysts manage
to highlight relevant aspects for the submitting of
evidence or for testing certain hypotheses. Obviously,
from this perspective, that of the large volume of
data, technical capabilities will become increasingly
important. Automation solutions in some analysis
processes are essential, as is the professional develop-
ment of the intelligence analyst® - states police chief

superintendent Corneliu-Catalin Zetu.

New types of crime, as well as complex cases,
involve special efforts in order to collect, collate,
filter, verify and analyze information. Just as an
investigator, the analyst also experiences each
stage of the investigation. From the first evidence
collected, to the unfolding of the entire thread of
events and the reconstruction of the evidentiary
puzzle. When a blockage occurs, they can also
analyze the testimonies collected in a case, to detect
contradictions, highlight possible connections
or verify new hypotheses. They will manage to go
through the entire process with objectivity and
clarity, which brings efficiency.

“I believe that the work of analysts can funda-
mentally impact the activity of the Romanian Police.
Especially since we have a broad approach to the
reference areas. With the help of our analyses, we can
guide resources in the field, highlight areas or events
in a short period of time, we can stop the development
of an early detected phenomenon or we can have
a significant contribution in the area of complex
investigations. It is certainly an activity of strategic
and vital importance for the Romanian Police, and
this makes me responsible and determines me to make
every effort so that, together with my colleagues, we
can bring innovation and efficiency to everything
we do“ - states the director of the Central Unit of
Intelligence Analysis.

In the new information society, the mere
possession of information no longer represents
power, rather knowledge does. And this is facilitated
by information analysis. It becomes vital every time
a life must be saved, when a crime must be stopped,
or when complex decision-making processes must
be carried out at a speed that does not allow for a
second chance.

Mare nenoroc s-a abétut asupra
noului domn fanariot... ,Chiar in noaptea instaldrii
sale, Palatul Domnesc de la Mihai Vodd, din Dealul
Spirii, a ars pand la temelii si Curtea domneascd a
devenit Curtea Arsd”, mentioneaza istoricul George
Potra in cartea Din Bucurestii de ieri.

Impins de nefastele imprejurari, ,,domnul a luat
imediat tot felul de mdsuri severe pentru a impiedica
raspandirea contagiunii”, scria Joseph Ledoulx, con-
sulul francez la Bucuresti. Raspunzatori de aducerea
la indeplinire a acestor masuri au fost indeosebi
slujbasii Agiei si Spatariei (strabunicii politistilor
de azi - n.red.), personaje altminteri insarcinate cu
asigurarea pazei si a ordinii in centrul si in ma-
halalele Bucurestilor, rimasi sa apere orasul si pe
locuitorii lui.

Voda Caragea a dat ordin ca barierele orasului
sa se inchidd, iar marele aga (seful Politiei din zilele
noastre) a primit porunca domneasca sa trimita
telal sd strige in tot semptul Agiei (Politia de azi), ca
de acum inainte nimeni sa nu se mai indrdzneascd
a primi prin hanuri sau prin case oameni venetici
si streini fdard de teschereaua dumnealor boierilor
epistati ai lazareturilor”. $i marele spéatar primise
o astfel de porunca, ,prin care i se poruncea sd
opreascd orice caldtor pe raul Arges, sd-1 controleze
de boald, sd-l treacd prin ritualul afumdrii si spdaldrii
timp de trei zile si abia apoi sd-i dea voie in oras,
dacd apartinea categoriei dregatorilor cu treburi
neapdrate si urgente la departament”, ne dezvaluie
Constanta  Ghitulescu-Vintila intr-unul dintre
articolele sale intitulat ,, Ndprasnica moarte” si viata
cotidiand a strdinilor din Bucuresti in timpul ,,ciumei
lui Caragea” (1813-1814).

At the end of 1812, the shadow of Thanatos
once again shrouded the lives of the inhabitants
of HILARIOPOLIS (the name given to Bucharest as
the ,city of joys” by the German Derblich in the 19"
century), where there was more crying than laughter,
more sorrow than joy. Over time, only misfortunes
had befallen them. They had also suffered from
cholera, plague, drought, famine, and foreign
invasion. All these had made people increasingly
believe that a divine plague had descended upon
them, as a heavenly punishment.

Of all epidemics, none had devastated people
as the plague did, likened, at the time, to a sinister,
cunning, and evil old woman, eager and even
impatient to ,embrace” as many mortal souls as
possible. In mid-December, it unexpectedly arrived
for a ,brief” visit to the city of the legendary Bucur. It
was bound to leave quite deep marks on the mindset
of the generations that followed, marks still visible
today.

It seems to have made its way into Bucharestalong
with Ioan Caragea’s arrival from Constantinople,
driven by the winds of history to the land of the
Pandurs to take possession of his reign, for which
he had paid the sultan a hefty tribute. A great
misfortune had befallen the new Phanariot ruler...
“On the very night of his installation, the Royal Palace
at Mihai Voda, on Dealul Spirii, burned to the ground,
and the Royal court became the ‘Burned Court)
states historian George Potra in his book From the
Bucharest of Yesteryear.

The fire had not gone out well, that one of his
trusted men, who had come with his retinue from
Constantinople, fell bedridden with symptoms of
the plague. The afflicted would first experience a
fainting spell, followed by a cold sweat, their legs
weakening to the point of collapse, never to rise
again. At times, red spots would appear all over their
body, and before they could regain their senses, they
would perish. In the best-case scenario, they would
suffer only from fever, headaches, vomiting, and
stabbing pains.

The following year, the plague flared up even
more fiercely. From one week to the next, it claimed
countless victims. The living could no longer keep
up with burying the dead. Too many had perished. It
was uncertain whether even Voda (the ruler) himself
would live to see the next day.

Driven by dire circumstances, ,the sovereign
immediately took all kinds of severe measures to prevent
the spread of the contagion,” wrote Joseph Ledoulx,
the French consul in Bucharest. Responsible for

enforcing these measures were mainly the officials
of the ,Agie” and ,Spdtdrie” (the predecessors of
today’s police officers - ed. note), who were otherwise
tasked with maintaining security and order in the
center and on the outskirts of Bucharest, remaining
to protect the town and its inhabitants.

Voda Caragea ordered the city gates to be closed,
and ,marele agd” (the equivalent of today’s Chief
of Police) received a princely command to send a
telal (a town crier) to announce throughout the
jurisdiction of the Agie (today’s police) that ,from
now on, no one shall dare to shelter foreigners or
strangers in inns or houses without the approval of
the noble inspectors of the quarantine stations.” Also,
»marele spatar” (important boyar (noble) who carried
the ruler’s sword and had a key role in the army, often
commanding cavalry units) received a similar order,
»being commanded to stop any traveler on the Arges
River, inspect them for illness, subject them to a three-
day fumigation and washing ritual, and only then
allow them into the city—provided they belonged to
the category of officials with urgent and unavoidable
business at the department,” Constanta Ghitulescu-
Vintila reveals to us in one of her articles entitled
“The Ruthless Death” and the daily life of foreigners
in Bucharest during “Caragea’s Plague” (1813-1814).

Those who had managed to flee the city were
gone for good; the others were no longer allowed to
leave, so they wouldn’t spread the disease across the
country.

More than once, the poor people of Bucharest
came face to face with “Sfanta” (the Saint), as they
called the disease. Whenever it arrived in these
lands, it filled the houses and streets with corpses.
Desperation drove people to flee wherever their eyes
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Cine nimerise sa fuga din oras era bun plecat,
altora nu li se mai incuviinta, ca sa nu raspandeasca
boala in intreaga tara.

Nu de putine ori, bietii bucuresteni au dat
nas in nas cu ,,Sfanta’, cum o porecleau ei. Ori de
cate ori poposea pe meleagurile noastre, umplea
casele si ulitele de cadavre. Disperarea ii ficea pe
oameni sa fuga incotro vedeau cu ochii. Exceptie
faceau sdaracimea ordseneascd, preotii si cativa care,
neavand incotro, se complaceau cu ideea ca totusi
erau condamnati pentru o vind sau alta, si trebuiau
-0 ispaseasca.

Primii care fugira din Bucuresti au fost nimeni
altii decét boierii si cei cu dare de mand. Cei mai
bogati isi luau din averile lor cat puteau duce, care in
calesti, care cu ce aveau, iar restul ramanea in grija
preotilor sé le pastreze in biserici. Dar ce sa vezi?
Molima s-a oferit numaidecat sa-i insoteasca si multi
dintre cei fugiti nu se mai intorceau deloc acasa.

Unii isi pardaseau de tot casele, gospodariile,
tot ce aveau mai de pret, fird sd se uite indarat,
altii se mutau in alt loc, intr-un targusor mai curat
din apropierea orasului. Bucurestiul era locul cel
mai prielnic pentru tot felul de boli. In acelasi articol,
Constanta Ghitulescu-Vintila ni-1 descrie astfel: ,,(...)
era considerat de multi europeni un oras murdar, plin
de balti, noroaie si miasme care favorizau rdaspandirea
bolilor de orice naturd. Cu ulite pavate cu lemn, sub
care se adunau mnoroaie, rozdtoare si felurite alte
gunoaie, cu apa Dambovitei mdrginitd de abatoare,
rachierii, tabdcdrii, lumdndrdrii, si multe alte ateliere,
orasul era descris adesea ca un potential pericol
sanitar insalubru si irespirabil”.

Targul, cu ulitele lui intortocheate, ca in vremuri
de bejenie, se pustiise. Cum nu toti isi permiteau sd
plece, cei ramasi ori se ascunsera in ungherele cele
mai tainice ale locuintei, ori isi gasiserd refugiul in
numeroasele biserici si mandstiri de aici, una mai
frumoasa ca alta. Nu se mai vedea nicio tipenie de
om in afard de cativa agiesi cdlari. Pe vremea aia
trebuia sd fi fost ori nebun ori cu adevérat vinovat,
ca sa iesi in ulita.

In incercarea de a stavili cAt mai repede posibil
molima ce se intindea fara sa tind seama de-i barbat
ori femeie, varstnic ori prunc, domnul i-a ordonat
degraba marelui aga de atunci, Grigore Baleanu, sd
faca cunoscut tuturor gospodarilor ca sunt obligati
sa mature strada din fata portii lor, sd arda gunoaiele,
in fiecare sambitd, ca boala sa nu-si gaseascd ,,cuib”
in murdarie, iar marelui spatar sd se ocupe ,,ca toate
casele sd se spele, sd se afume, sd se aeriseascd si sd se
curete, precum si lucrurile ce vor fi intr-insele”.

Tulumbagiii (pompierii) Agiei luau toate strazile
la rand si le stropeau cu var. Tot cu var erau trasate,
dupa obiceiurile vremii, cruci mari pe usile caselor
unde murisera ciumati, pentru a arata ca locul este,

fara doar si poate, contaminat. Preotii si moasele
mergeau din casa-n casd sa cerceteze pe toti cei ba-
nuiti de infectiune si sa raporteze Agiei orice imbol-
navire. Orice suspect de ciuma depistat era de-nda-
td insfacat si dus in lazaretele pe care domnia le
infiintase la Dudesti, Pantelimon si Filantropia, dar
multa lume de frica cioclilor isi ascundea bolnavii,
ferindu-se sa-i declare preotilor si ispravnicilor Agiei.

Domnul a fost preocupat si de stavilirea abuzu-
rilor comise de unii ciocli fata de cei bolnavi sau
aflati in agonie. Ironia face cd exact cei care erau
insdrcinati in mod oficial cu ,purtarea de grijd’
a bolnavilor au ajuns sa fie descrisi ca ,banditi’,
stalhari’, ,,asasini”, ,teroristi”. Intr-una din Scrisorile
sale catre Vasile Alecsandri, Ion Ghica i descrie ca
fiind ,,niste oameni fird cuget si fard fricd de Dum-
nezeu”. Nu scdpau bietii locuitori de unii ca veneau
altii, mai lacomi si mai haini, cu sufletele negre ca
pacatul. Ion Ghica continua: ,,Ei intrau, ziua si noap-
tea, prin locuintele oamenilor si puneau mdna pe ce
gdseau, bani, argintdrii, haine etc., fard ca nimeni sd
indrdzneascd a li se impotrivi”. Se ascundea lumea de
ei ca de necuratul, de teama ca vor fi luati si aruncati
claie peste gramada in carul mortii. Acelasi Ghica
adauga: ,,Rareori bolnavul ajungea cu viata in campul
ciumatilor. De multe ori, o mdciucd peste cap fdcea,
intr-o clipd, ceea ce era sd facd boala in 2-3 zile”.

Ca in orice vremuri tulburi, a existat insd o
bandd de borfasi, condusa de un aventurier care se
autointitula ,,polcovnic de ciocli”, arborand semnul
caracteristic - basmaua rosie la gat - dar care se deda
la furturi si alte silnicii.

Printr-un pitac domnesc, Caragea Voda a ordo-
nat o ancheta: ,,Cinstit si credincios boier al domniei
mele, dumneata, vel spdtare - scria Caragea Voda
marelui aga - ne-ai instiintat cd aici in oras se afld
unul care se numeste pe sinesi polcovnic de ciocli si
dupd ce intrd molipsit, apoi se amestecd cu toti, prin
toate locurile, de molipseste si locuri curate si osebit
prada si jafuieste pe multi din locuitorii orasului,
in feluri de chipuri. De aceea poruncim dumitale
sd cercetezi de a afla cine este acesta si prinzdandu-I,
impreund cu ai lui, sd-1 tii in bund pazd si sa ardti
domniei mele. 1813, octombrie 27”.

Nu peste mult timp, dupa ce a fost arestata de
oamenii Agiei, banda si-a primit grabnic pedeapsa
capitala.

»Ciuma lui Caragea” a durat in Bucuresti mai
mult de un an de zile, punand la grea incercare toata
suflarea bucuresteana.

In acest context periculos si complicat, oamenii
»devotati” prin lege domnitorului, ,politaii” acelor
vremuri, au demonstrat cd sunt capabili sd duca la in-
deplinire, cu stragnicie, masurile ce li s-au incredintat
pentru indepdrtarea ciumei in randurile populatiei.

could see. The only exceptions were the urban poor,
the priests, and a few others who, having no other
choice, resigned themselves to the idea that they
were condemned for some sin or another, and had
to atone for it.

The first to flee Bucharest were none others than
the ,boyars”, the noblemen and the wealthy. The
richest took as much of their fortune as they could
carry—some in carriages, others however they
could—while the rest was left in the care of priests,
to be kept in churches. Butlo and behold! The plague
eagerly offered to accompany them, and many of
those who had fled would never return home.

Some abandoned their homes, households, their
most treasured possessions, without looking back,
while others relocated to a cleaner, smaller town
near the city. Bucharest was the perfect breeding
ground for all kinds of diseases. In the same article,
Constanta Ghitulescu-Vintild describes the city as
follows: “it was considered by many Europeans to be
a filthy town, full of marshes, mud, and smells that
encouraged the spread of all kinds of diseases. With
narrow streets paved with wood, beneath which mud,
rodents and all sort of waste would accumulate,
with Dambovita River lined with slaughterhouses,
distilleries, tanneries, chandleries and many other
workshops, the city was often described as a potential
sanitary hazard—insalubrious and unbreathable.”

The borough, with its winding streets, had
emptied, as if the city had been abandoned in times
of war. Since not everyone could leave, those who
stayed either hid in the most secluded corners of
their homes or found refuge in the city’s many
beautiful churches and monasteries. No living soul
could be seen, except for a few mounted “agiesi”
(watchmen or city guards). In those times, you had
to be either mad or truly guilty of something to dare
step out into the streets.

In an attempt to stem as quick as possible the
plague that stretched without regard to the fact that
its man or woman, elder or baby, the ruler swiftly
ordered Marele Aga at the time, Grigore Baleanu,
to inform all householders that they were required
to sweep the street in front of their gates and burn
the garbage every Saturday so that the disease would
not find a “nest” in the filth. He also instructed
Marele Spdtar to ensure that “all houses be washed,
fumigated, aired out, and cleaned, along with all the
belongings inside them.”

Tulumbagiii (firefighters) of the Agia went
through every street, sprinkling them with lime.
Large crosses were also marked with lime on the
doors of houses where plague victims had died,
following the customs of the time, to signal that the
place was undoubtedly contaminated. Priests and
midwives went from house to house to inspect all
those suspected of infection and report any illness to

the Agie. Anyone suspected of having the plague was
swiftly seized and taken to the quarantine hospitals
established by the ruler in Dudesti, Pantelimon,
and Filantropia. However, many people for fear of
the cioclilor (gravediggers) hid their sick relatives,
fearing to report them to the priests and the Agie
officials.

The ruler was also concerned with curbing the
abuses committed by some ciocli against the sick or
those in agony. Ironically, the very people officially
entrusted with the “care” of the ill came to be
described as “bandits,” “thieves,” “murderers,” and
“terrorists.” In one of his Letters to Vasile Alecsandri,
Ion Ghica portrays them as “men without conscience
and without fear of God.” The poor inhabitants
found no relief—when some left, others came, even
greedier and more ruthless, with souls as black as
sin. Ghica continues: “They entered people’s homes
day and night, seizing whatever they could find—
money, silverware, clothes—without anyone daring to
resist them.” People hid from them as if from the devil
himself, fearing they would be taken and thrown in
heaps onto the cart of death. Ghica further notes:
“Rarely did a sick person reach the plague fields alive.
Often, a club to the head would do in an instant what
the disease would have taken two or three days to
accomplish.”

As in any turbulent times, there was also a gang
of criminals, naturally led by an adventurer who
called himself , polcovnic de ciocli (commander
of the gravediggers)”, wearing the characteristic
red scarf around his neck, he used this disguise to
commit thefts and other acts of violence.

Through a princely decree, Caragea Voda orde-
red an investigation:

»~Honest and faithful boyar of my reign, you, ,vel
spatare” (Grand Sword-Bearer) - wrote Caragea Voda
to ,,marele agd” (Grand Aga) - have informed us that
here in the city there is someone who calls himself a
commander of the gravediggers and, after becoming
infected, mingles with everyone in all places, thus
spreading the contagion even to clean areas. Moreover,
he loots and robs many of the city’s inhabitants in
various ways. Therefore, we order you to investigate
and find out who this man is and, upon capturing him
along with his accomplices, to keep them under strict
guard and report to me. October 27", 1813.”

Not long after being arrested by the men of the
Agie, the gang swiftly received the death penalty.

»Ihe Plague of Caragea” lasted in Bucharest for
more than a year, putting the entire population of
the city to a severe test.

In this dangerous and complicated context, the
people ,devoted” by law to the ruler, the ,,bobbies”
of those times, proved themselves capable of strictly
enforcing the measures entrusted to them for
eradicating the plague among the population.
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MODERNIZAREA POLITIEI RUTIERE

eficienta fara precedent. Aplicatia e-DAC a fost ope-
rationalizata in primavara anului 2024 si presupune
efectuarea de verificiri, prin intermediul termi-
nalelor mobile, asupra documentelor de identitate
ale persoanelor. Astfel, intr-un timp scurt, se obtin
informatii prin interogarea centralizata a bazelor
de date (ex: persoane si bunuri ciutate, persoane
urmadrite international etc). Verificérile se fac inclu-
siv in Sistemul Informatic Schengen, ori in baze
de date internationale, precum cele ale Interpol. In
mai putin de un an de la implementare a acestui
sistem electronic, politistii rutieri au efectuat peste
7.000.000 de verificari prin aplicatia e-DAC.

E-DAC, E-SAR, E-SIGUR

Daci aplicatia e-DAC ofera posibilitatea politis-
tilor de a face verificari, pentru soferii care vor sa
semnaleze pericole a fost activat serviciul e-SAR
(sesizariabaterirutiere), care presupune transmiterea
de catre participantii la trafic a propriilor constatari
de agresivitate in trafic. Astfel, orice participant la
traficul rutier, care inregistreaza video/audio-video
0 manevrd agresivd, o poate incdrca in aplicatia
e-SAR prin accesarea Hub-ului de servicii al MAL
Persoana care ne transmite inregistrarea trebuie sd
incarce si sa completeze toate datele prevazute de
aplicatie, pentru ca sesizarea sa poata fi verificata si,

ulterior, validata.

»De la implementarea serviciului, pe 27.10.2024,
si pand la data de 01.03.2025 au fost primite 2.153
de sesizdri de conducere agresivd, insd peste 70% au
fost invalidate intrucit nu corespundeau cerintelor
aplicatiei. Cele mai intdlnite situatii de conducere
agresivda sunt deplasarea succesiva de pe o bandd
pe alta cu intentia de a depdsi; folosirea repetatd si
nejustificatd a semnalelor sonore si/sau luminoase; de
naturd a-i obliga pe ceilalti participanti si elibereze
banda; precum si circulatia la distante reduse ori
reducereabruscdavitezei, pentrua-iintimidape ceilalti
soferi” - transmite directorul adjunct al Directiei
Rutiere, comisar-sef de politie Bogdan Oproiu. Din
acest an a fost initiat si un sistem de monitorizare
a traficului prin radare fixe, montate pe trepied, in
locuri vizibile, din afara partii carosabile. Sistemul
se numeste e-SIGUR. ,,La terminarea programului
de lucru, politistul rutier descarcd intreaga informatie
in sistemul special creat pentru e-SIGUR, iar colegii
care se afld in centrul de management al traficului
procedeazd la verificarea tuturor inregistrdrilor, dupd
care vor notifica proprietarii autovehiculelor pentru
a ne comunica datele conducdtorilor auto care au
incalcat normele rutiere” - mai afirma directorul

adjunct al Directiei Rutiere.

ECHIPAMENTE MODERNE
SI EDUCATIE RUTIERA

Inzestrarea echipajelor de Politie Rutierd s-a rea-
lizat, in principal, prin intermediul fondurilor ne-
rambursabile si a vizat cumpdrarea de autospeciale,
elicoptere, laboratoare mobile de educatie rutiera,
dar si o caravana dotatd cu simulator de impact,
hologramai si simulator de conducere auto.

Toate aceste capabilitati tehnice, precum si pre-
zenta activd in trafic pot conduce la o calitate mai
buna a traficului rutier si la reducerea tragediilor.
Fatd de anul 2019, anul dinaintea pandemiei
COVID-19, in 2024, au fost cu 51% mai putine
accidente (-4.407 accidente), cu 386 de persoane
decedate mai putin (-21%), iar 3.200 de persoane au
fost ranite grav (-60%).

Politistii depun eforturi pentru a fi prezenti
si in viata copiilor, tocmai de aceea merg in scoli
si in comunitati. In anul 2024, politistii rutieri au
participat la aproape 3.500 de activitati de educatie
rutierd. Aceastd traditie, de a fi oferitd informatie din
domeniul sigurantei rutiere, va fi continuatd, pentru
ca vietile tuturor sé fie mai bine protejate.

MODERNIZING TRAFFIC POLICE

Traffic Police has undergone multiple changes
in recent years in order to be able to offer citizens
a high-quality public service. This is why the
equipping and technological development were part
of the transformation process.

Applications enable checks with unprecedented
efficiency. Thee-DACapplicationwasoperationalized
during the spring of 2024 and involves tablet-based
checks of the identity documents. Thus, data can
be shortly obtained through centralized database
queries (e.g. wanted persons and goods, wanted
criminals at international level etc.). Checks are also
carried out in the Schengen Information System, or
in international databases, such as those of Interpol.
In less than a year since the implementation of
this information system, traffic police officers have
carried out more than 7,000,000 checks through the
e-DAC application.

E-DAC, E-SAR, E-SIGUR

While the e-DAC application allows for police
officers to report on irregularities, for drivers who
want to report dangers the e-SAR (reporting traffic
offenses) service was activated, which involves road
users transmitting their own findings of aggressi-
veness in traffic.

Thus, any road user who records a video/audio-
video of an aggressive maneuver can upload it to the
e-SAR application by accessing the service Hub of
the MAI The person who sends us the recording
must upload and fill in all the data provided by the

application so that the complaint can be verified and
subsequently validated.

“Since the implementation of the service on
27.10.2024 and until 01.03.2025, 2,153 aggressive
driving reports have been received, but more than
70% were invalidated because they did not meet the
requirements of the application. The most common
situations of aggressive driving are: moving successively
from one lane to another with the intention of overta-
king; the repeated and unjustified use of audible and/
or light signals forcing other drivers to move out of
the lane; as well as tailgating, or suddenly reducing
speed to intimidate other drivers”, states the Deputy
Director of the Traffic Police Directorate, police
chief commissioner Bogdan Oproiu.

A traffic monitoring system was also initiated
this year, using fixed radars mounted on tripods, in
visible places, off the roadway. The system is called
e-SIGUR.

‘At the end of the working hours, the traffic police
officer downloads all the information into the system
specifically created for e-SIGUR. His colleagues from
the traffic management center proceed to check all re-
cordings, after which they will notify the owners of
the vehicles to communicate the data of the drivers
who have violated the traffic rules”, added the deputy
director of the Traffic Police Directorate.

MODERN EQUIPMENT AND ROAD

SAFETY EDUCATION

The equipping of the Traffic Police was realized
mainly through non-reimbursable funds and con-
sisted of the purchase of police vehicles, a helicopter,
mobile road safety laboratories, as well as a caravan
equipped with impact simulator, hologram and
driving simulator. All these technical capabilities, as
well as an active presence on the road, can lead to a
better quality of road traffic and reduce the number
of tragedies. In comparison to 2019, the year before
the COVID-19 pandemic, there were 51% fewer
accidents (-4,407 accidents), 386 fewer people killed
(-21%), and 3,200 people seriously injured (-60%).

Police officers strive to be present in children’s
lives as well, which is why they visit schools and
communities. In 2024, traffic police officers partici-
pated in nearly 3,500 traffic education activities. This
tradition of providing road safety information will
go on so that everyones lives are better protected.
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Institutul de Cercetare
si Prevenire a Criminalitatii

Structura in cadrul Inspectoratului General al
Politiei Romane, Institutul de Cercetare si Preve-
nire a Criminalitatii a avut ca obiectiv general in
anul 2024 asigurarea suportului informational si
implementarea unor activitati care contribuie la
indeplinirea obiectivelor institutionale ale Politiei
Roméne. Mai exact, activitatea institutului a fost
prioritizata si orientatd pe cele doud linii de activi-
tate — cercetarea criminalitatii si prevenirea crimi-
nalitdtii - urmarind prioritatile nationale pe linie
de prevenire a criminalitatii ale Politiei Romane in
domeniul prevenirii victimizdrii minorilor, al pre-
venirii violentei domestice si al prevenirii crimina-
litatii informatice.

Institutul a derulat mai multe studii despre fe-
nomenele infractionale si relatia politie-comunitate,
astfel incét sd asigure fundamentarea si directiona-
rea activitatii de prevenire si de combatere a cri-
minalitatii. Dintre acestea amintim: Siguranta pe
internet, Sondaj de opinie privind nivelul de informare
a populatiei asupra rolului si competentelor Politiei
Romdne in domeniul managementului situatiilor de
urgentd, Siguranta in scoald, Fraudele informatice cu
investitii online si Buletinul sigurantei rutiere 2023.
La nivel national, in cursul anului 2024 au
fost desfdasurate peste 24.500 de activitati de pre-
venire a criminalitdtii care s-au adresat la apro-
ximativ 1.250.000 de beneficiari, au fost initiate
si implementate 255 de proiecte si campanii de
prevenire a criminalitétii.
Prevenirea criminalitétii informatice a reprezen-

tat una dintre prioritétile nationale ale Politiei Ro-
méne in domeniul prevenirii criminalitatii in anul
2024. Au fost derulate, la nivel national, peste 3.100
de activitati cu circa 160.000 de beneficiari, prin
proiectele nationale de prevenire a criminalitatii
informatice Siguranta online, initiat si implementat
in parteneriat cu Directoratul National de Securitate
Cibernetica si de Asociatia Romand a Bancilor,
prin cel de prevenire a victimizarii minorilor in
mediul online Eroii Internetului, prin campania de
prevenire a victimizdrii minorilor in mediul online
Protectie prin educatie - Securitate digitald sau prin
campania de prevenire a fraudelor informatice care
au ca mod de operare investitiile online in actiuni si
in criptomonede.

In domeniul prevenirii traficului si consumului
de droguri, Institutul de Cercetare si Prevenire
a Criminalitatii si structurile teritoriale au fost
implicate in implementarea Planului de masuri al
M.A.L pentru prevenirea traficului si consumului de
substante interzise, ocazie cu care au fost derulate
peste 4.000 de activitati preventive cu aproximativ
310.000 beneficiari.

I.C.P.C. a reprezentat Romania in cadrul Retelei
Europene de Prevenire a Criminalititii - EUCPN ca
Punct National de Contact si a promovat activitatile
de prevenire desfisurate de Politia Roména la
Conferinta Europeand de Prevenire a Criminalitdtii,
organizata de Secretariatul EUCPN, in Estonia, la
Tallinn, in perioada 17-18 aprilie 2024, la Reuniunea
Consiliului Administrativ al Retelei Europene de
Prevenire a Criminalitatii - EUCPN, la Conferinta
privind participarea cetdatenilor la sigurantd si
securitate, organizata de Presedintia belgiana, la
Bruxelles, la reuniunea Consiliului Administrativ
al Retelei Europene de Prevenire a Criminalitatii —
EUCPN si la Conferinta de Bune Practici care a avut
ca temd prevenirea recidivei si reintegrarea persoa-
nelor private de libertate, organizate de Presedintia
ungara.

Cooperarea interinstitutionala s-a materializat
in reprezentarea Ministerului Afacerilor Interne
sau a Politiei Roméane in diferite comisii, comitete,
precum si grupuri de lucru interinstitutionale.

Research and Crime
Prevention Institute

Research and Crime Prevention Institute is a unit
within the General Inspectorate of Romanian Police.
In 2024 its main goal was to provide informational
support and implement activities that contribute
to the achievement of the institutional goals of the
Romanian Police. More specifically, the Institute
prioritized two fields of activity — research and crime
prevention - focusing on the national priorities in
crime prevention (preventing crimes against minors,
domestic violence, and cybercrime).

The Institute has carried out several studies on
criminal phenomena and police-community rela-
tionships in order to ensure and direct the activities
of preventing and combating crime. Some examples:
‘Online Safety, ‘Opinion Poll on public awareness of
the role and competences of the Romanian Police
in emergency management, ‘School Safety, ‘Online
investment fraud, and ‘Road Safety 2023 Report’

More than 24,500 crime prevention activities with
approximately 1,250,000 beneficiaries were carried
outin Romaniain 2024. 255 crime prevention projects
and campaigns were initiated and implemented.

Cybercrime prevention was one of the national
priorities of the Romanian Police in the field of crime
prevention in 2024. More than 3,100 activities were
carried out for approximately 160,000 beneficiaries
in Romania. Examples of such activities are the
national cybercrime prevention project ‘Online
Safety’ (initiated and implemented in partnership
with the National Cybersecurity Directorate and the
Romanian Association of Banks), the online victi-
misation of minors prevention project ‘Internet
Heroes, the campaign ‘Protection through Education
- Digital Security’ to prevent online victimisation of
minors, and the campaign to prevent cyber frauds
that operate through online investments in shares
and crypto currencies.

As for preventing drug trafficking and con-
sumption, the Research and Crime Prevention Insti-
tute and the territorial units were involved in the
implementation of the action plan of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs for preventing the consumption
and trafficking of prohibited substances. On this
occasion, more than 4,000 preventive actions were

carried out with approximately 310,000 beneficiaries.

Research and Crime Prevention Institute repre-
sented Romania as a National Contact Point of the
European Crime Prevention Network - EUCPN. It
promoted the prevention activities carried out by
the Romanian Police during the European Crime
Prevention Conference (organized by the EUCPN
Secretariat, in Estonia, Tallinn, during 17-18 April
2024), during the Board Meeting of the European
Crime Prevention Network - EUCPN, during the
Conference on Citizen Engagement in Safety and
Security (organized by the Belgian Presidency in
Brussels), during the meeting of the Board of the
European Crime Prevention Network - EUCPN
and during the Best Practice Conference on the
prevention of reoffending and reintegration of
inmates (organized by the Hungarian Presidency of
the Council of the European Union).

In terms of inter-institutional cooperation,
the Institute represented the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, as well as the Romanian Police in various
commissions, committees, and inter-institutional
working parties.
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In cadrul Inspectoratului General al Politiei
Roméne, Directia de Politie Transporturi coordo-
neazd, organizeaza, monitorizeazd si controleazd
activitatea structurilor de Politie Transporturi fero-
viare, navale si aeriene din teritoriu, asigurdnd
aplicarea unitara a actelor normative in vigoare, a
ordinelor si instructiunilor ministrului afacerilor
interne, precum si a dispozitiilor inspectorului ge-
neral al Politiei Roméane referitoare la domeniul de
competenta.

Ca sferd de competenta, activitatile desfasurate
de catre Directia de Politie Transporturi s-au cir-
cumscris obiectivelor strategice cuprinse in ,, Planul
pentru implementarea Strategiei Nationale de Apdra-
re a Tarii pentru perioada 2020 - 2024” si in Planul
Strategic Institutional 2022 - 2025 pentru M.A.IL,
fiind desfasurate activitati specifice transporturilor
feroviare, navale si aeriene.

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In anul 2024, Directia de Politie Transporturi a

The Transport Police
Directorate’s annual report

Within the General Inspectorate of the Roma-
nian Police, the Transport Police Directorate orga-
nises, coordinates and monitors the activity of the
regional railway, maritime and air Transport Police
structures. It also ensures the uniform application of
the normative acts in force, the orders and instruc-
tions of the Minister of Internal Affairs, as well as the
provisions of the General Inspector of the Romanian
Police regarding their field of competence.

The activities carried out by the Transport Police
Directorate were circumscribed to the strategic ob-
jectives of “The National Defense Strategy of Roma-
nia for 2020-2024" and in The Institutional Strategic
Plan 2022-2025 of the Minister of Internal Affairs. In
this regards, specific activities in railway, maritime
and air transport have been carried out. The areas
of competence consist of over 17,000 kilometres of
railway infrastructure, with almost 1,000 stations
and over 50 railway yards, almost 1,800 kilometres
of navigable routes, two navigable inland lakes, 35
maritime, sea-river, and river ports, and 17 airports

open to international traffic.
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The Transport Police Directorate’s priorities
for 2024 were to increase the effectiveness of the
public order and safety system (by identifying and
reducing specific risks), to maintain a high level of
railway safety for freight and passenger transport,
maritime transports on the Danube river and
inland navigable lakes, to protect the ecosystem of
the Danube and inland lakes (by preventing and
combating illegal fishing) and to improve the level
of professional training of the transport police forces
(by participating in seminars, courses, and exercises
organised along specialists from partner institutions
and foreign experts).

At the same time, the aim was to increase the
security level in the area of Romania’s international
airports, especially in the context of joining the
Schengen Area.

The police officers focused on preventing and
combating forestry crimes and tobacco smuggling.
They also focused on obtaining data on civil navy
crime, drug trafficking and trafficking in weapons,
prohibited objects and dangerous substances, as well
